I write in support of the proposed Presidio Area Reliability Improvements Project. This project will
greatly improve the quality of clectric service to Presidio and the surrounding areas.

Having dependable electric service is a critical necessity in rural West Texas. Presidio is
approximately 250 miles from the nearest major urban area. Qutages and interruptions in electric
service can have catastrophic consequences for isolated communities such as Presidio.

The current electric lines serving Presidio are over 60 years old. Due to problems with aging
infrastructure, the Presidio area has recently experienced an increased number of outages. Ihese
outages pose a major threat to the health, well-being, and security of families living in this rural
region of Texas.

The Presidio Area Reliability Improvements Project will completely rebuild the outdated
transmission line between Marfa and Presidio - thus providing a permanent solution to electric
instability in the region. This project will ensure that rural West Texas families have the same access
to reliable energy service as those in more populated, urban areas.

In tandem with the lengthy rebuilding process, the proposal includes the installation of a NaS battery.
This battery will greatly minimize the reliability issues Presidio is cutrently experiencing. The NaS
battery is a high capacity electric system that can immediately supplement the supply of power
during times of shortage, thus serving Presidio’s immediate needs until the rebuilding process is
complete.
