	Detail Description of System Change: 
In response to requests from ERCOT TDSPs who are also meter reading entities (MREs), significant enhancements have been made to the processing and reporting of 867_03 Interval and Non-Interval Usage data by ERCOT.  The proposed changes are in accordance with the attached design document titled "867 _03 Import - Report to MREs, Requirements Definition" which was prepared by ERCOT incorporating market participant input.  The changes detailed in the document are being implemented to enhance error reporting and provide more useful feedback to MREs and are expected to make significant improvements to this process over the current cryptic "A76", "A83" & "DDM" error messages.  
The design on the proposed changes has been completed and ERCOT is currently in the final phases of testing.  ERCOT plans to put the new error reports into production starting Wednesday March 13, 2002 and the first reports will arrive in MRE mailboxes on Thursday March 14, 2002.  The current e-mail error reports will continue to be sent in parallel to the new reports for a period of 10 business days beyond the implementation date of the new reports.
What this means to the MREs & Usage Processing: 

· MREs should begin sending their usage data to the Production mailboxes (retailtch.ercot.com) starting on Monday March 11, 2002. 

· Usage transactions must be received by ERCOT in the order that they need to be processed through the system. 

· IDR & NIDR loads will be completed daily as part of the batch schedule.  The cut-off time for arrival of usage data to be included in a particular night's load should generally be 6 PM but may vary slightly depending on the volume received. 

· Error reports will be automatically sent to the production mailbox reports folder on a daily basis. (Time of day TBD).  MREs should make arrangements to pick up the report daily.  
· Error reports will be formatted according to the attached design document.  
· For non-interval usage, the staging tables will be eliminated on or about Wednesday March 13, 2002.  A report listing all data on the staging tables will be sent back to the appropriate MREs so that they can be aware of what usage needs to be resent. 

· Data will not be held over on staging tables past the business day of submission.  If transactions fail to successfully load into the lodestar database, several attempts to reload the data will be made during the course of the business day in which they are submitted.  When all transactions that have been received by the “cut-off” time (6pm) have been processed, all transactions that have not made it into Lodestar will be reported back to the submitting MRE.
