	Description of System Change:

	ERCOT protocols currently require each QSE to submit schedules that are balanced between aggregate obligations and aggregate supply for each settlement interval. A balanced energy schedule is required to consist of energy to be produced by Resources that the QSE represents and energy to be consumed by loads that the QSE represents including transmission and distribution losses.  PRR 360 relaxes the requirement for the obligation side of a balanced schedule by allowing the QSE to schedule energy for load that is equivalent to the amount of scheduled energy to be produced by Resources that the QSE represents.

The changes to the protocol language to relax the balanced schedule requirements will go into effect on November 1, 2002. Please note that the PRR requires generation schedules to reflect actual planned energy outputs from resources.  The changes only relax the requirement for the obligation side of a balanced schedule which is currently required to reflect the amount of load represented by the QSE including transmission and distribution losses.  A relaxed balanced schedule may be created by projecting interval Supply and setting aggregate obligations equal to aggregate supply.  The continued accuracy of the resource side of balanced energy schedules is important for proper assessment of operational needs the ERCOT system.
