	QSE submits a Reinstatement  Bid using the standard EILS Submission form, indicating a MW capacity offer, Minimum Base Load (MBL), and baseline selection (if a choice is available), but not price
Resource is subject to a full load-shed test as soon as the Reinstatement Bid is submitted; test procedures will be the same as an annual test, via a VDI thru the QSE hotline

	April 22
	ERCOT returns test results to the QSE.  This may occur earlier, depending on the timing of meter data submission.  If the resource is found to have failed the test, it will be ineligible to bid into the upcoming Contract Period.  If the resource passes the test, it will be eligible to bid and will not be subject to another test for 365 days unless it is re-bid as part of an aggregation that is materially different from the original resource. 

	April 27
	Final day to submit a formal Resource ID for the June-September 2010 Contract Period

	May 6
	Bid due date.  Bids for reinstated EILS Resources must adhere to the parameters described in the Technical Requirements & Scope of Work.  ERCOT may reject or modify the MW capacity value or MBL if it determines these values are not supported by historical meter data or are inconsistent with prior bidding practice for that resource.  


REINSTATEMENT REQUIREMENTS

· QSE must communicate to EILS@ercot.com a request for reinstatement of the suspended EILS Resource and a corrective action plan that describes in detail why the original failure occurred and the steps taken by the QSE and/or EILS Resource to correct the failure.

· QSE must submit a Reinstatement RID using the current version of the EILS Resource Submission form.  Aggregations submitted on the EILS Resource Submission form may consist of non-suspended ESI IDs in addition to the suspended ESI IDs.  

· ERCOT will provide the QSE with baseline assignment options and MW capacity pre-screening information for the resource.

· QSE must submit a Reinstatement Bid using the current version of the EILS Resource Submission form.  The bid should include a MW offer, a declared minimum base Load, and a baseline selection.  

· ERCOT will conduct a Load-shedding test of the EILS resource consistent with the procedures described in the Testing section of the Technical Requirements & Scope of Work.  

· To ensure the meter data from the test day is received at ERCOT in a timely manner, the QSE or EILS Resource may, at their expense, arrange for an out-of-cycle meter read by the responsible TDSP(s).  QSEs submitting non-TDSP meter data are urged to submit the data, with affidavit, as soon as possible following the test.

· Upon receipt of meter data covering the test period, ERCOT will calculate the results of the test based on the parameters of the Reinstatement Bid and consistent with its annual testing methodology.  

· If the test is successful, ERCOT will notify the QSE that the EILS Resource is eligible to bid into the upcoming Contract Period.  
· If the resource fails the load-shed test, the EILS Resource will be ineligible to provide EILS until a test has been successfully completed.

· Loads comprising an EILS Resource in a Reinstatement Bid may participate in the next Contract Period only in the same configuration.  
· If a QSE submits a bid on behalf of the reinstated EILS Resource, the MW capacity specified on the bid must be less than or equal to the MW capacity identified on the Reinstatement Bid. If the alternate baseline is selected for the bid, the minimum base Load specified must be greater than or equal to the minimum base Load specified on the Reinstatement Bid.
