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Load Research Sampling Project

Summary
The purpose of the Load Research Project is to collect load research data to support ERCOT’s load profiling efforts. The PUCT believes load research is necessary to facilitate retail competition in the ERCOT area due to the large number of customers whose wholesale obligations are settled based on load profiles. These profiles should be as accurate as possible to enhance the retail market by providing for more accurate settlements.
ERCOT will make Load Profile interval data available to REPs and participating Muni/Co-ops (included is customer class, TDU service area, weather zone, and interval usage). ERCOT will also be making sample design information and aggregated data available to CRs.
Pursuant to the PUCT Order, §25.131 (d), municipally-owned utilities and electric cooperatives that conduct load research activities will have access to load research data maintained by ERCOT only if it shares statistically valid load research data from its own service territory with ERCOT in accordance with the provisions of §25.131 (d)(1) (A)–(C).

ERCOT will NOT provide any customer identification information (including ESIID, address, etc) to REPs and participating Muni/Co-ops. 

It is required that data that is not promptly down-loaded will be removed from the participant’s mailbox.
