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ERCOT Load Research Sampling Project

Send/Resend Process for CR’s
The Send/Resend Process described in this document is used by Competitive Retailers participating in the ERCOT Load Research Sampling Project to pull LRS-related data files from each CR’s virtual directory on the FTP Replacement file server. The following files will be made available by ERCOT.
1. IDR meter data (.CSV and .LSE formats) containing:

a. Recorder-Id

b. Start/Stop Date/Time

c. Unit of Measure

d. Other cut specific information

e. Meter data (.LSE file will include the status.)

2. Control file (CTL.CSV) containing:

a. Recorder-Id

b. Stratum Assignment (Profile Type, Weather Zone, Service Voltage)

c. Kwh Billed Energy

d. Case Weight

e. Time Stamp

3. Environment file (ENV.CTL) containing:

a. Stratum Identifier

b. Stratum Population

c. Stratum Energy

d. Start/Stop Time

e. Time Stamp

Send Process
As a prerequisite for receiving LRS files from ERCOT, each CR will have downloaded the current FTP Replacement client with an updated digital certificate.
The links to download the FTP Replacement Client and the documentation are found on the ERCOT website at the following link:

The Digital certificate that is needed for this is compiled into the software so as not incur any additional cost/work on the client side.

Each participating CR will have a “virtual folder” on the FTP Replacement Server where ERCOT will post IDR Interval data files (in .LSE and .CSV formats) and Control and Environment files (in .CSV format.)

The CR issues the RECEIVEALL command to pull files from the server.

The CR FTP Replacement client issues an Ack to the FTP server upon successful receipt of the files.

If Ack is received, the server deletes the files in the CR’s folder.

If no Ack is received, the files are retained in the CR’s folder.

Resend Process
If the file downloaded successfully but is corrupt, the Resend Process is used.

The CR calls or sends an email to the Load Profiling Group (LPG) to request a resend.  The call or email should include:

1. File Name

2. Date the file was downloaded

3. Specific request (i.e. do you want LPG to simply resend or investigate corrupt data.)

LPG will respond with one of the following:

1. Resend file and notify the CR.

2. Fix the problem by recreating the data and then resending a new file.

3. Discard the bad file. A resend will be done when new data is received.
