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What Is the 997 Report?

The enhanced 997 Report will provide Market Participants and ERCOT details on any 997 Functional Acknowledgements (Accept or Reject) that have not been received at ERCOT.  A “Missing” 997 is defined as a 997 (Functional Acknowledgement) that ERCOT has not received from a Market Participant for EDI files ERCOT sent to a Market Participant 3 calendar days prior.
Who Receives the 997 Report?
This report will be produced and delivered to any CR or TDSP that has not sent 997 Functional Acknowledgements (Accept or Reject) on EDI files they received from ERCOT 3 calendar days prior. If a 997 has not been received within 3 calendar days, a report will be produced and delivered for the Market Participant.  If there is no missing data for the reporting period, no report will be generated or posted. 

Location and Delivery Time of the 997 Report
Reports will be produced daily and delivered in line with the market expectation for retail reports at 10:00AM to the Market Participant’s Texas Market Link (TML) Report Explorer Folder.  The folder for this report on the TML Report Explorer will be “997 Report”.

Example of Folder View:
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Reports will remain on the Market Participant’s Texas Market Link (TML) Report Explorer Folder for 30 days, then archived internally at ERCOT.

File Format of the 997 Report 
The 997 Report will be delivered to the TML in the format of a “csv” file.  
The name of the file as it appears in the Market Participant’s Reports Folder named “997 Report” on the TML will be:

Timing of the 997 Report  
Reports will post daily to the TML by 10:00am for data reporting on sysdate - 3.  If there is no data to report for that MP for that day, they will not receive a report.

Reporting period example:

Monday = Friday’s missing 997s

Tuesday = Saturday’s missing 997s

Wednesday = Sunday’s missing 997s

Thursday = Monday’s missing 997s

Friday = Tuesday’s missing 997s

Saturday = Wednesday’s missing 997s

Sunday = Thursday’s missing 997s

Example of the 997 Report 
Below is a brief description of the columns in the 997 Report along with an example of the actual report.  

Note:  Column Headings are included for illustrative purposes and will not be included in the actual report.
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1. Translation Date – Date file was delivered to the Market Participant
2. Filename – EDI filename that is missing a 997

3. Sender Duns – Duns number of Submitting Market Participant

4. Receiver Duns – Duns number of Receiving market Participant

5. ISA Control Number – ISA Control number of EDI file missing a 997

6. GS Control Number – GS Control Number of EDI file missing a 997

7. ST Count Missing – Number of STs segments missing a 997

8. Transaction Type – TX SET transaction type that is missing a 997

DDL usage:
The end user may use the DDL to create the table structure for loading the .csv data.  The DDL contains the table name, column names and definitions including data types and lengths.
