· ERCOT (Ron Hernandez) – reported that they were experiencing problems processing transactions in the Transaction Clearinghouse (TCH).  This problem occurred on Sunday or Monday and impacted all EDI transactions; not just those involved in the initial validation process.  ERCOT has resolved the problem and is in the process of working through the backlog of transactions.  They are current on 867 transactions and expect to be caught up by Tuesday (6/18) on transactions that would affect initial validation.  ERCOT will report at that time the status of the 814_20 transactions created as a part of the initial validation process.

· The sub-team discussed the previously identified issue of how to notify the “losing REP/CR” for ESI IDs that have had a correction to a Profile I. D. involving an ESID that has had a REP/CR switch.  The current process only notifies the current REP/CR of record.  

ERCOT agreed to create a report that will identify ESI IDs that have experienced a change of REP/CR.  ERCOT will send a copy of the list of ESI IDs to the appropriate TDSPs.

The TDSPs agreed to cross-reference the list of ESI IDs that have experienced a REP change with the list of ESI IDs that were corrected in the initial validation process.  TDSPs will create a list of ESI IDs that were corrected during the initial validation process and have had a change of REP/CR.  This new list of ESI IDs will be returned to ERCOT.

ERCOT will use the list of returned ESI IDs to create a report that contains ESI IDs and the associated dates that the appropriate REP/CR’s were responsible.  This list will be provided by ERCOT to the affected REP/CR’s.

· ERCOT will update the Profile Decision Tree as a result of ‘lessons learned’ from the Initial Validation process.  ERCOT has requested that TDSPs provide a list of error types found and measures that have been taken to correct Profile IDs as a result of the Initial Validation process.  This information needs to be sent to Ron Hernandez. Once the list is received and compiled by ERCOT, it can be used to update the Profile Decision Tree and document procedures
TDSPs, please plan to report on the status of completing this report and forwarding to Ron at our next meeting (6/20).
