On August 9th, ERCOT awarded bids for the 2003 Black Start Resources. Black Start Agreements should be in the process of being signed. The Black Start Task Force will meet on September 10th to determine action items for the 2003 Black Start Plan and discuss the progress for the 2003 Black Start Training. Black Start TF has started an ad hoc group to review the status of the back up communications in ERCOT.
