Issue:

Due to problems with getting power restored after a customer moves out of a premise, the PUCT mandated that TDSPs leave the power on for move-outs.  The TDSPs (Oncor, Centerpoint and TNMP) implemented the mandate using the following similar steps:

1.
TDSP queries its system for vacant accounts with over 250kwh usage

2.
TDSP compares list against pending switches

3.
TDSP sends a list to the field to determine whether occupied or vacant.

4.
Field confirms status.

5.
TDSP creates a list to notify Affiliate REP (AREP) of occupied premises. 

6.
TDSP creates CSV file and sends to ERCOT 

7.
ERCOT makes active and assigns to AREP ( (This is the missing component)
Resolution:  

On August 22, 2002 ERCOT met internally to discuss requirements and how to modify the existing (but non-functional) AREP conversion process to accommodate the Left-In-Hot process.  On August 29th, it was noted to RMS that ERCOT would complete a project request while simultaneously continuing to work on the product delivery.
