19.3 Texas Standard Electronic Transaction Definitions

19.3.1
Defined Texas SET Transactions

(1) Service Order Request (650_01) 

This transaction set:

(a) from the CR to the TDSP, is used to request basic services.
(2) Service Order Complete, Complete Unexecutable or Reject Response (650_02)

This transaction set:

(a) from the TDSP to the CR, is used to reject the basic service request. 

(3) Suspension of Delivery Service Notification or Cancellation (650_04)

This transaction set:

(a) from TDSP to CR, used to notify the CR of a suspension of delivery service or to cancel the notification of suspension of delivery service.
(4) Suspension of Delivery Service Reject Response (650_05)

This transaction set:

(a) from CR to TDSP, used to notify the TDSP of a reject of a Suspension of Delivery Service notification or cancellation. 
(5) Outage Notice and Outage Completion (148) 

This transaction set:

(a)
from CR to the TDSP, is used by the CR to notify the TDSP of an Outage. 

(b) from the TDSP to the CR, is used by the TDSP to notify the CR that the Outage condition has been resolved or the initial transaction is rejected.

(7) Settlements Invoice (810_01)

This transaction set:

(a) from ERCOT to the Qualified Scheduling Entity (QSE), is an invoice for seven (7) calendar days.

(8) Wires Charge/Service Order Charge Invoice (810_02)

This transaction set, 

(a) from the TDSP to the CR, is an invoice for monthly wires charges, Non-by-passable charges (NBC) and any Service Order charges for the current billing period.

(9) Residential Volunteer/Verification of Signed Contract (Non-residential/Aggregator) Request (814_PA)

This transaction set, 

(a) from the CR to ERCOT is used to identify that a residential Customer/ESI ID will be flagged to participate in the Customer Choice Pilot.

(10) Residential Volunteer/Verification of Signed Contract (Non-residential/Aggregator) Response (814_PB)

This transaction set, 

(a) from the TDSP to the CR, is used to accept or reject the volunteer transaction for a residential Customer/ESI ID. This transaction will facilitate the tracking of the 5% ESI ID participation.

(11) (814_PC) Maintain Customer Information Request
This transaction set, 

(a) from a CR to TDSP, is used for CR's who have chosen Options 2 and 3 concerning service orders and outages.   A Competitive Retailer choosing Option 2 or 3 shall be required to provide TDSP with the information needed to verify CR's customer's identity (name, address, and home phone number) for a particular Point of Delivery served by CR and to continually provide TDSP updates of such information.
(12)  Maintain Customer Information Response (814_PD)

This transaction set, 
(a)  This transaction set, from the TDSP to the CR, is used to acknowledge receipt of the 814_PC Maintain Customer Information Request.
(13) Enrollment Request (814_01)

This transaction set, 

(a) from a new CR to ERCOT, is used to begin the Customer enrollment process for a switch.  

(14) Enrollment Reject Response (814_02)

This transaction set, 
(a) from ERCOT to the new CR, is used by ERCOT to reject an enrollment request on the basis of incomplete or invalid information.  This is a conditional transaction and will only be used as a negative response.  If an 814_02 Enrollment Reject Response is not received from ERCOT, the CR will receive a transaction 814_05 (Premise Information and Enrollment Response.)

(15) Switch CR Notification Request (814_03)

This transaction set, 

(a) from ERCOT to the TDSP, is essentially a pass through of the 814_01 information, with the addition of two data elements: (1) the TDSP associated with this Premise and (2) the available switch date.

(16) Switch CR Notification Response (814_04)

This transaction set, 

(a) from the TDSP to ERCOT, is used to provide the scheduled switch date that the TDSP has calculated and pertinent Customer and Premise information.  The historical usage if requested will be sent using the transaction 867_02.

(17) Premise Information and Enrollment Response (814_05)

This transaction set, 

(a) from ERCOT to the new CR is essentially a pass through of the TDSP’s 814_04 information.  This transaction will complete the new CR’s enrollment request.

(18) Drop Due to Switch Request (814_06)

This transaction set, 

(a) from ERCOT to the current CR, is used to notify a current CR of a drop.

(19) Drop Due to Switch Response (814_07)

This transaction set, 

(a) from the current CR to ERCOT, is used to accept or reject the drop.  If rejected, this transaction will trigger the CR objection process, as allowed by PUCT rules.

(20) Cancel Switch Request (814_08)

This transaction set, 

(a) from ERCOT to the current CR, TDSP, and new CR, is used to reinstate the Customer to the prior CR of record when the switch or Move-Out has been canceled by the Customer. 

(b) from the current CR to ERCOT, is used when the Customer cancels a Move-Out request.

(21) Cancel Switch Response (814_09)

This transaction set, 

(a) from the TDSP, current CR, and new CR, to ERCOT is used to accept or reject the 814_08 cancel switch request and return the Premise to the prior CR of record. 

(b) from ERCOT to the current CR is used in response to the Customer cancel of a Move-Out request.

(22) Drop to POLR Request (814_10)

This transaction set, 

(a) from the current CR to ERCOT, is used when the current CR is dropping the Customer to the POLR.

(23) Drop to POLR Response (814_11)

This transaction set, 

(a) from ERCOT to the current CR, is used to acknowledge receipt of the 814_10 or reject the current CR’s request to drop the Customer to the POLR.

(24) Move-In/Move-Out Date Change Request (814_12)

This transaction set,

(a) from new CR to ERCOT, is used when the Customer requests a date change to the original Move-In request.

(b) from ERCOT to the current CR is essentially a pass through of the date change on the Move-In request from the new CR.

(c) from ERCOT to the Continuous Service Agreement (CSA) CR, is used for a notification of a date change on the Move-Out only.

(d) from ERCOT to the TDSP, is used for notification of a Move-In or Move-Out date.

(e) from the current CR to  ERCOT, is used when the Customer requests a date change to the original Move-Out request.

(25) Move-In/Move-Out Date Change Response (814_13)

This tranaction set, 

(a) from ERCOT to new CR, is used to acknowledge the requested date change to the original Move-In date on the 814_12 Move-In/Move-Out Change Request.

(b) from the current CR to ERCOT, is used to acknowledge the requested date change to the original Move-In date on the 814_12 Move-In/Move-Out Change Request.

(c) from the CSA CR to ERCOT is used to acknowledge the requested date change to the original Move-Out date on the 814_12 Move-In/Move-Out Change Request.

(d) from the TDSP to ERCOT, is used to acknowledge the requested date change to the original Move-In or Move-Out date on the 814_12 Move-In or Move-Out Request.

(e) from ERCOT to the current CR is used to acknowledge the requested date change to the original move out date on the 814_12 Move-In/Move-Out Change Date Request.

(26) POLR Enrollment Request (814_14)

This transaction set, 

(a) from ERCOT to POLR, is used to notify the POLR of pending Customer enrollment information.

(27) POLR Enrollment Response (814_15)

This transaction set, 

(a) from the POLR to ERCOT, is used in response to the 814_14 POLR Enrollment Response to acknowledge the pending Customer enrollment.

(28) Move-In Request (814_16)

This transaction set, 

(a) from the New CR to ERCOT, is used to begin the Customer enrollment process for a Move-In. 
(29) Move-In Reject Response (814_17)

This transaction set, 
(a) from ERCOT to the new CR, is used by ERCOT to reject an enrollment request on the basis of incomplete or invalid information.  This is a conditional transaction and will only be used as a negative response.  If an 814_17 Move-In Reject Response is not received from ERCOT, the CR will receive a transaction 814_05 Premise Information and Enrollment Response.

(30) Establish/Delete CSA CR Request (814_18)

This transaction set,

(a) from the new CSA CR to ERCOT, is used to establish the landlords new CSA CR in the registration system.

(b) from ERCOT to the current CSA CR to ERCOT, is used to remove an existing CSA CR from the registration system.

(c) from ERCOT to the current CSA CR, is used for notification of deletion.

(31) Establish/Delete CSA CR Response (814_19)

This transaction set,

(a) from ERCOT to the new CSA CR is used to acknowledge receipt of the 814_18 Establish/Delete CSA CR Request enrolling the new CSA CR in the registration system.

(b) from ERCOT to the current CSA CR is used to acknowledge the receipt of the 814_18 Establish/Delete CSA CR Request deleting the current CR from the registration system.

(c) from the current CSA CR to ERCOT is use to acknowledge the receipt of the 814_18 Establish/Delete CSA CR Request notifying the current CSA CR that the landlord has selected a new CSA CR.

(32) Create/Maintain/Retire ESI ID Request (814_20)

This transaction set,

(a) from the TDSP to ERCOT is used to initially populate the registration system for conversion/opt-in.

(b) from the TDSP to ERCOT is used to communicate the addition of a new ESI ID, changes to information associated with an existing ESI ID, or retirement of an existing ESI ID. 

(c) from ERCOT to current CR, new CR, and CSA CR, is essentially a pass through of the TDSP’s addition, change, or retirement of an existing ESI ID.

(33) Create/Maintain/Retire ESI ID Response (814_21)

This transaction set,

(a) from ERCOT to TDSP, is used to acknowledge receipt of the 814_20 (Create/Maintain/Retire ESI ID Request).  

(b) from the current CR, new CR and CSA CR to ERCOT, is used to acknowledge receipt of the 814_20 Create/Maintain/Retire ESIID Request.

(34) CSA CR Move-In Request (814_22)

This transaction set 

(a) from ERCOT to CSA CR, is used to start CSA service of the ESI ID.

(35) CSA CR Enrollment Response (814_23)

This transaction set, 

(a) from the CSA CR to ERCOT is used to acknowledge the receipt of the 814-22 CSA Move-In Request

(36) Move-Out Request (814_24)

This transaction set,

(a) from the current CR to ERCOT, is used for notification of a Customer’s Move-Out request.

(b) from ERCOT to the TDSP, it is essentially a pass through of the Customer’s Move-Out request.

(37) Move-Out Response (814_25)

This transaction set,

(a) from the TDSP to ERCOT to the current CR, is used to acknowledge the receipt of the 814_24 Move-Out Request. 

(b) from the TDSP to ERCOT to the current CR, used to acknowledge the receipt of the 814_04 or 814_25 Move-Out Request.

(38) Ad-hoc Historical Usage Request (814_26)

This transaction set,

(a) from the CR to EROCT, is used to request the historical usage for an ESI ID.

(b) from ERCOT to the TDSP, it is a pass through of the CR’s 814_26 Ad-hoc Historical Usage Request. 

(39) Ad-hoc Historical Usage Response (814_27)

This transaction set,

(a) from ERCOT to the CR, is used to acknowledge the receipt of the 814_26 Ad-hoc Historical Usage Request. 

(b) from the TDSP to ERCOT, it is essentially a pass through of the TDSP’s response.

(40) QSE Remittance Advice (820_01)

This transaction set, 

(a) from the QSE to ERCOT, may be used to transmit remittance information if the remittance information is not sent along with the payment via a financial institution, This transaction will reference the 810_01 invoice.

(41) CR Remittance Advice (820_02)

This transaction set, 

(a) from the Current CR to the TDSP, is used as a remittance advice. This transaction will reference the 810_02 invoice by ESI ID.

(42) Invoice Reject Response (824_02)

This transaction set, 

(a) from the CR to the TDSP, is used by the CR to reject the 810 Invoice sent by the TDSP for Non-bypassable Charges (NBC), Discretionary Service Charges (DSC) and Construction Services (CS).

(43) Monthly Usage Reject Response (824_03)

This transaction set:

(a) from the ERCOT to the TDSP, is used to reject the 867_03 Monthly Usage sent by the TDSP.

(b) from the CR to ERCOT, is used to reject the 867_03 Monthly Usage sent by ERCOT.

(44) Conversion/Opt-In Historical Usage (867_01)

This transaction set,

(a) from the TDSP to ERCOT is used to report historical usage for conversion/opt-in.

(45) Historical Usage (867_02)

This transaction set,

(a) from the TDSP to ERCOT is used to report historical usage.

(b) from ERCOT to the CR it is essentially a pass through of the TDSP’s 867_02 Historical Usage.

(46) Monthly Usage (867_03)

This transaction set,

(a) from the TDSP to ERCOT is used to report monthly usage.

(b) from ERCOT to the CR, is essentially a pass through of the TDSP’s 867_03 Monthly Usage.

(47) Initial Meter Read Notification (867_04)

This transaction set,

(a) from the TDSP to ERCOT is used to report the initial read associated with a Move-In.

(b) from ERCOT to the new CR is used to report the initial read associated with a Switch or a Move-In. For a Switch, ERCOT will obtain the information from the final 867_03 Monthly Usage. For a Move-In ERCOT will obtain the information from the 867_04 Initial Meter Read Notification from the TDSP. 

(48) Functional Acknowledgement (997)

This transaction set, 
(a) from the receiver of the originating transaction to the sender of the originating transaction, is used to acknowledge the receipt of the originating transaction and indicate whether the transaction passed ANSI X12 validation.  This acknowledgement does not imply that the originating transaction passed Texas SET validation.
