
ERCOT ROS Dynamics Working Group (DWG)

Scope 

The Dynamics Working Group (DWG) maintains the ERCOT Stability Database, performs dynamic stability studies, assists members in their understanding of dynamic stability, and performs other tasks assigned to it.  Some tasks are done on a regularly scheduled basis and others are done on an as needed basis.  Typically, the working group meets twice per year to perform routine tasks.  Additional meetings may be held to complete other assignments. 

Regularly Scheduled Assignments:

1. Perform an annual update of the ERCOT stability database.  Maintain an accurate, current, and complete set of data needed for performing dynamic stability analysis of the ERCOT system.  Review modeling of the ERCOT system and revise as needed to maintain an accurate model.  This will include review of load models and available machine models.

2. Perform an under-frequency load shedding study every five years (or sooner if the DWG determines the need due to changes in the ERCOT system) to meet NERC compliance requirements. 

Other Assignments:

3. Perform studies within its scope and other tasks assigned to it by the Reliability Operations Subcommittee (ROS).

4. Perform dynamic analysis of abnormal voltage conditions and investigate voltage control and reactive planning issues.

5. Assist DWG members in developing an understanding of the practical and theoretical aspects of power system dynamic stability through joint studies and by organizing periodic educational courses.
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
