Section 6.8.2.2 (1) b) first paragraph, I would like to see the number of deployment days increased for each time frame. For the first 180 days (or roughly 6 months of the year), it should be at least 7 days, the second period should be more than 7 days 
but less than 14 days and the last time frame should be greater than 14 days. 

My concern is that OOME Up Service will occur during the peakyist times or when large generating units in a zone have a catastrophic failure. Resources should not be ratcheted down because they were deployed for an early hot summer or bad winter season or were OOMEd to cover for a generating unit that will be out of service for an extended period of time. For example, let's assume Resources are OOME Up on the peak day each month, by the time it gets to the summer period, all the deployment days prior to ratcheting down have been used, when really the Resource may be most needed during the 
hottest season of the year and should be compensated accordingly. 
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
