OWG report to ROS December 10, 2002

The OWG has not met since the last ROS meeting.  The next OWG meeting is scheduled for December 12th at the Airport Hilton.  The Black Start Task Force’s recommendation for emergency back up communications and the ERCOT Communications Task Force’s report on ERCOT Operator Certification are on the agenda.  The Operating Guide Revision Task Force has not met since the last ROS. The OGRTF will meet on December 11th. 

Operating Guide Update 

The following OGRRs were effective on December 1, 2002:

· 114 Changes due to 218PRR Responsibility Assignment RPC and AVR as amended by the OGRTF

· 116 Day Ahead Scheduling – incorporates change due to 319PRR and PIP 144.

· 117 Communicating with ERCOT – Section 8 – as amended by ERCOT, NDSWG, and OGRTF.

To eliminate some problems with the numbering of Guide Sections [Parts] the Guides were reformatted.  Appendices A, B & C are now Sections 6, 7 & 8, respectively.
The following OGRRs were approved at the December 5th TAC Meeting: 

· 111 EECP Steps 1–4, update to reflect current procedures 

· 118 Black Start – as amended by the OGRTF 

· 119 QSE Backup Plan – adds backup plan requirement to Section 3.1.3.1

· 120 TO Backup Plan – adds backup plan requirement for Transmission Operators to Section 1.7.3

· 121 Fault Recording Equipment and Maintenance 

TAC also approved PRR 372, which references the QSE/TO backup plan requirement found in the Operating Guides.  This completes the ROS assignment to the OWG to address the concern that each QSE/TO have a plan in case their primary facility were to fail.
