12.4.4.1.1 QSE, Resource and TDSP Responsibilities

QSEs, Resources and TDSPs are required to provide power operation data to ERCOT including, but not limited to:

(1) Real time generation data from QSEs; 

(2) Planned Outage information from Resources; 

(3) Network data used by any TDSP’s control center, including:

(a) Breaker and line switch status of all ERCOT Transmission Grid devices;  

(b) Line flow MVA, MW and MVAR;

Voltage regulator;

(c)   Breaker, switches connected to all Resources;
(d) Substation Transmission Facility Voltages; and 

(e) Transformer MVA, MW, and MVAR, and TAP.
NOTE:  This change would require additional changes related to proposed integration of “Communicating with ERCOT” document and Operating Guide Appendix C.  NDSWG has been advised and has shown support for this PRR
