16.5.1.1  Waiver for Federal Hydroelectric Facilities

ERCOT may grant a waiver to any federally owned hydroelectric Resource facility, within the ERCOT system, from fulfilling the requirements in Section 16.5 as they pertain to the submission of a Resource application and the execution of a Resource Agreement. ERCOT may grant such waiver after the federally owned hydroelectric Resource facility provides ERCOT with the following:

(1)
All information necessary to meet the Resource registration requirements as provided in Section 16; and

(2) The designation of a QSE for the Resource.

16.5.1.2
Waiver for Block Load Transfer Resources
ERCOT may grant a waiver to any BLT Resource from fulfilling the requirements in Section 16.5, Registration of Generation Resources and Loads Acting as a Resource, as they pertain to the submission of a Resource application and the execution of a Resource Agreement. ERCOT may grant such waiver after the BLT Resource provides ERCOT with the following:

(1) All applicable information necessary to meet the Resource registration requirements as provided in Section 16; and
(2) The designation of a QSE for the BLT Resource.
