Amendments to Section 1.3.3, Expiration of Confidentiality
(2)
Upon the expiration of the Protected Information status of any market data as specified in the foregoing paragraph (1), such data shall be available in accordance with Section 12, Market Information System.  In addition, ERCOT shall post the following data on its website:

(a)  Aggregate Balancing Energy bid prices and quantities for each Settlement Interval not later than fifteen (15) days after the Operating Day; and
(b) The name of any QSE submitting bids for Balancing Energy Service Up at a price greater than $300/MWh or bids at a price less than negative $300/MWh for Balancing Energy Service Down for in any Settlement Interval, not later than the next Business Day; and

(c) The name of any QSE submitting bids for Balancing Energy Service Up at a price $900/MWh or greater during any Settlement Interval when the MCPE is $900/MWh or greater, not later than the next Business Day.
