OWG report to ROS June 11, 2003

The OWG met on May 22, 2003. ERCOT reviewed the new Outage Scheduler User Guide and proposed changes to the process.  ERCOT Fundamentals Manual revision process is well underway. Manual review is to be completed by the end of June. After that, review and modification to question banks and tests is scheduled for completion by September 1st.  ERCOT presented information on enhancements to the Outage Scheduler. New program will be available May 29th with tentative implementation date of August 1, 2003. 

The OWG reviewed posted OGRRs and submits the following for ROS approval:

· 129 TO – TDSP Emergency Communication - no comments received – approve as submitted

· 130 AVR – PSS Status Reporting Requirements – approve as amended by OGRTF

· 131 LaaR RRS, NSRS, RPRS Qualification – approve as amended by OWG

· 134 Transmission Equipment Limits Calculation – approve as amended by OGRTF.

A. The Operating Guide Revision Task Force met on May 21, 2003. 

OGRTF has been assigned to review the Protocols and Operating Guides and determine placeholders for the proposed Reactive Standards. TF discussed a process to track administrative changes to the Operating Guides that do not require a formal OGR request.  An acronym list will be developed for the Operating Guides.  EECP Step 4 Firm Load table percentages are in the process of being updated per Protocol requirements.
