OWG report to ROS July 9, 2003

The OWG met on June 19, 2003. ERCOT reviewed the 2003 ERCOT Seminar results. Of the 491 paying attendees, 77% rated the overall seminar as good or higher. Seminar expenses were offset by admission charges. The first meeting of the 2004 Seminar Development Group will be on July 15, 2003.  ERCOT presented updated information on the Outage Scheduler enhancements.  ERCOT has set August 1st as the trial date for TOs to start the process to report actual transmission outage times.  September 1st is the mandatory date to use the new program.  

The OWG reviewed the Black Start Task Force proposal for Training in 2004 and recommends it to the ROS for approval. 

The OWG reviewed the following posted OGRRs:

· 132 Transmission Operator Definition – in comment period

· 133 Section 1 Clarification – in comment period

A. The Operating Guide Revision Task Force met on June 18, 2003. 

At the meeting the OGRTF reviewed the Protocols and Operating Guides and suggested placeholders for the proposed Reactive Standards. TF discussed a process to track administrative changes to the Operating Guides that do not require formal approval.  It was determined that administrative changes will be described, assigned an OGR number, and posted on the website.
