Redundant interconnection does not guarantee 100% connectivity. Forced outage of multiple elements or planned outage of one with forced outage of another could disconnect a load or resource from the grid. Any resource that has a need for 100% reliability of station service should have an emergency generator or other means of supplying station service for outages of their interconnections to the ERCOT grid.

A TSP should not be obligated to guarantee 100% station service reliability to a resource.
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
