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This transaction set, from the Competitive Retailer (CR) to the Transmission Distribution Service Provider (TDSP), is used by the CR to notify the TDSP of payment details related to a specific invoice if the remittance detail is separate from the payment. If payment and remittance travel together through a financial institution, this implementation guide can be used as a baseline discussion with your financial institution. All “must use” fields in this Implementation Guide (820_02) must be forwarded to the Financial Institution.

Business Process Overview

	Overview
	
	The 820_02 Payment Order/Remittance Advice Business Process Overview refers to the flow of dollars, the flow of summary data and/or detail data, and the relationship between the CR, TDSPs, and their respective financial institutions. 

The 820_02 Business Process Overview addresses the following areas:

1. 820_02 Remittance Advice

2. 820 Payment Instruction

3. Reconciliation of 820_02 Remittance Advice and 820 Payment Instruction

4. Cancel and Restatement

5. Warehousing 

6. Rejection Process for the 820_02 Remittance Advice

The only acceptable payment methods in the Texas Market are: 

· CCD+

· CTX

· Fed Wire

Each Market Participant is responsible for ensuring that the data provided to and from the financial institution is presented in a format that is in accordance with the existing structure as identified within the TX SET 820_02 Transaction guide. 


	820_02 Remittance Advice

  
	
	The remittance advice refers to the flow of the header and detail data from the CR to the TDSP. 
The remittance advice total, which is a sum of all the invoices paid, must match the total payment sent to the bank.   The CR must ensure that the remittance advice and the payment instruction have the same (matching) trace/reference number.  The TDSP cannot match a remittance advice trace/reference number to a payment when a payment is not made through the bank with the same trace/reference number. 

The BPR02 and RMR04 are designated as “R”eal numbers. The minus sign is included if it is negative.  Do not include commas or plus signs.  Leading zeros should be suppressed unless needed to satisfy the minimum length.  Trailing zeros at the end should be omitted if the value includes a decimal point.  Signs and decimal points do not count toward length.  Monetary amount is sent with a maximum of two digits to the right of the decimal point (e.g., 525.15). The BPR02 cannot be negative but negative values are acceptable for the RMR04.

A negative Remittance Advice is not allowed in the Texas Market. If the adjustments are larger than the payments (creating a negative remittance advice), payment must be held until the CR can submit a net positive Remittance Advice.   


	820 Payment Instruction


	
	The payment instruction refers to the flow of dollars and summary data and/or detail data from: the CR to the CR's financial institution, from the CR's financial institution to the TDSP's financial institution, from TDSP's financial institution to the TDSP.

Acceptable Payment Methods:

· CCD+ - The method of re-associating payments and remittance information that originate separately provides for a reference number created by the CR. The CR is required to provide an Addenda record with trace or reference number that travels with payment through the bank. The CCD+ supports this requirement by allowing an 80 character Addenda Record.  The addenda record carries the CR-originated reference number.  The ACH system passes this addenda record to the TDSPs banking institution.  The TDSPs banking institution posts the payment to the TDSP's Bank account with this reference number.  

· CTX – Payment instructions and all Remittance Advice information travel together via the bank. This is true only for Combination (COMBO) payments. 

Data Required for COMBO: CR DUNS Number, Trace Number, ESI ID for each invoice, Invoice Number being paid, Invoice Amount for each invoice and Total Amount of payment being made.  The 867 cross-reference number is optional. 

· Fed Wire – The Originator to Beneficiary Information (OBI) field accomplishes the same objective as the addenda record referenced above for CCD+.  The OBI field (Field 6000 of Fed Wire File Layout) allows a 140 character field for the CR-originated reference number.  The CR is required to provide a trace or reference number in the OBI field and this record travels with payment through the bank.

The standard format for the Addenda Record (for ACH-CCD+) and the OBI Field (for wire transfer) is defined as 

Field 1 (DUNS): 

Positions 1 through 15 is reserved for DUNS number or DUNS + 4 number. The DUNS or DUNS+4 identifier will also be provided in the N1~PR segment of the 820_02.

· If sending a 9 digit DUNS number, zeroes must be used to pad the DUNS number positions 10-15.  

· If sending a 13 digit DUNS number (DUNS+4), zeroes must be used to pad the DUNS number field positions 14 and 15. 

· The CR DUNS or DUNS+4 must be left justified

· In the DUNS number punctuation (spaces, dashes, etc.) must be excluded. 

Field 2 (Trace/Reference Number): 

Positions 16 through 45 reserved for trace/reference number and must match the TRN02 value exactly.   

· It is not required to provide the entire 30 characters, nor is it required to pad the field with trailing spaces when all 30 characters are not provided.  

· Any number of characters may be used, up to and including 30 characters, to uniquely identify payments and remittance.

· The Trace/Reference Number is generated from the CR's system and is not the Trace/Reference Number received from the CR's financial institution

· The Trace/Reference Number must also be left justified.

· The Trace/Reference Number will only contain uppercase letters (A to Z) and digits (0 to 9).  

· Punctuation (spaces, dashes, etc.) must be excluded.



	Reconciliation of  820_02 Remittance Advice and 820 Payment Instruction


	
	The addenda record on a CCD+ transaction and the OBI Field on the Fed Wire transaction are  required to reconcile the payment with the Remittance advice when they are transmitted via separate methods (e.g., payment via bank and remittance advice via GISB).

TXSET, MPs, and ERCOT recognize the DUNS number as the official entity identifier. The trace/reference number provided in positions 16-45 allows for a 30-character identifier to move with the money through the banking system.  Providing this unique entity identifier in the Addenda Record  or OBI Field is required to apply payments to the correct CR, to the correct invoice,  and in the correct amount.

A single payment sent via the bank and a single remittance sent to the TDSP can include multiple invoices.  However, a one-to-one correlation must be maintained between payment  to the bank and the corresponding remittance advice to the TDSP.   Every payment trace/reference number sent via the bank must match a remittance advice trace/reference number sent to the TDSP.   It is not acceptable for several payments sent via the bank to reference one remittance advice or several remittance advices to reference one payment.  The trace/reference number must be unique for each associated payment and remittance advice.

The remittance advice total, which is a sum of all the invoices paid, must match the total payment sent to the bank. The CR must ensure that the remittance advice and the payment instruction have the same (matching) trace/reference number.  The TDSP cannot match a remittance advice trace/reference number to a payment when a payment is not made through  the bank with same trace/reference number.

	Cancel and Restatement
	
	A negative Remittance Advice is not allowed in the Texas Market. If the adjustments are larger than the payments (creating a negative remittance advice), payment must be held until the CR can submit a net positive Remittance Advice.   It is not necessary for a CR to hold an adjustment amount until that days invoices will result in a zero difference but instead they may use the adjustment amount by taking a partial credit on another invoice.   If the CR has determined that the negative remittance cannot be offset within a reasonable amount of time, the CR will contact the TDSP to resolve the situation.

A CR can reject an invoice with a 997 when it is not ANSI compliant. A CR must pass an 820-remittance advice for every invoice (original, cancel and restatement) received even when a cancel and restatement of usage subsequently cancels the original invoice

The remittance advice total, which is a sum of all the invoices paid, must match the total payment sent to the bank. 

The correct invoice number to use when retrieving credits, as a result of cancel and rebills, is the invoice number for the cancelled invoice, not the original invoice number.  



	 Warehousing 
	
	The CR will send the payment instruction to the bank and the remittance advice to the TDSPwith  no more than a five day difference between the payment instruction and the remittance advice.

When the TDSP receives the remittance advice without a corresponding payment instruction or the payment instruction without a corresponding remittance advice, credit activities will proceed until the corresponding payment instruction and/or remittance advice is received.   

	Rejection Process for the 820_02  Remittance Advice
	
	Currently there is no automated rejection process for the TDSP to use.  The TDSPs will notify the appropriate CR either by email or telephone to inform them of the error and/or issue and will work through to resolution.
