Texas Commercial Energy supports Green Mountain’s proposed Protocol revision to include the identity of and dollar amount attributable to each short-paying QSE in short-pay bulletins sent by ERCOT to the Market.  We support this Protocol revision for two reasons.

1. The short-payment by a QSE causes uplift to the market resulting in financial impact to all other QSEs.

2. TCE believes that ERCOT has, in the past, identified specific Market Participants through payment notice bulletins to Market Participants on “previous short paid invoices”.  On March 21, 2003, March 31, 2003, April 16, 2003, May 15, 2003, May 29, 2003 and July 30, 2003 ERCOT sent the following notice to the Market: 

ERCOT has received payments for monies previously short paid to the market due to the bankruptcy filing of Texas Commercial Energy ("TCE").   The payments received will be applied to the invoice that was originally due on (sic) given day.  ERCOT will distribute the funds as required by the Protocols.  The past due funds cover a portion of the TCE short payments on the above invoice (subject to any Resettlements).  ERCOT will release the funds to QSEs that were short paid on the above invoice cycle by the end of business on (sic) given day.

TCE believes by sending these notices upon payment, ERCOT has already created precedence for this practice.  
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
