PRR483 – Interruptible LaaR Response to Instructions

This PRR adds Load response to Dispatch Instructions to the list of telemetry required from LaaRs.  It also removes the “boxed” language defining Interruptible Load Resource response to Dispatch Instructions in the Schedule Control Error (SCE).

PRR489 – Ancillary Service Deployment Performance Conditions

This PRR revises the requirement that ERCOT remove from consideration of average performance of a QSE any interval or group of intervals in which any one of several specific events (e.g., OOME deployments to the QSE) has occurred.

PRR490 – Loads acting as a Resource (LaaR) Annual Testing Description

This PRR changes LaaR seasonal testing to an annual test consisting of a telemetry check and includes a biennial test of the under frequency relay for LaaRs providing Responsive Reserve Service.
