This PRR establishes a baseline approach for calculating the BUL capacity payment based on historical data.  The baseline would be based on a ten-day or six-day average of actual metered load.  The baseline will be adjusted to actual load in the two hours prior to notice to reflect temperature-sensitive load and to address gaming concerns.

PRR419 – 
Transfer of Balancing Up Load (BUL) Qualification Testing to QSEs

This PRR streamlines the qualification testing for BUL by transferring the responsibility for the testing from ERCOT to the QSE representing the BUL.  If the BUL does not respond when dispatched, the QSE does not receive any capacity payment and the qualification testing responsibility is transferred back to ERCOT.
