Retail Market use of Business Day from protocol section 2 

Excerpt from protocol section 2:

Business Day

Monday through Friday, excluding ERCOT observed holidays, and for retail transactions, TDSP holidays.  TDSP holidays are identified in each TDSP’s tariff and noted on each TDSP’s website.  ERCOT’s holidays are as follows:

(1) New Year’s Day

(2) Memorial Day

(3) Independence Day

(4) Labor Day

(5) Thanksgiving Thursday and Friday

(6) Two (2) days at Christmas, as designated by the ERCOT CEO

For additional information on calculation of Business Days in the retail market, please refer to the Retail Market Guide. 

For purposes of counting Business Days pursuant to these Protocols for retail transactions, the Business Day on which a transaction is received is considered Day 0 provided that the transaction is received during Business Hours, unless otherwise specifically stated.  

For example, if the Protocols require that a transaction be processed in two Business Days and the transaction is received during Business Hours on a Monday that is not a holiday, the transaction must be completed by 5:00 p.m. on Wednesday; Monday is considered Business Day 0, Tuesday is Business Day 1, and Wednesday is Business Day 2.  

The same transaction received during Business Hours on a Friday that is not a holiday must be completed by 5:00 p.m. the following Tuesday; Friday is Business Day 0, Monday is Business Day 1, and Tuesday is Business Day 2.  

If a transaction is received outside of normal Business Hours, it is considered received the following Business Day.  For example, if the Protocols require that a transaction be processed in two Business Days and the transaction is received at 11:00 p.m. on a Monday, the transaction will be considered received during Business Hours on Tuesday (provided that Tuesday is not a holiday) and it must be completed by 5:00 p.m. on Thursday.  In this case, Tuesday is considered Day 0 for purposes of determining when the transaction must be completed.  

UPDATE Section 5.3 concerning market mechanics with the following:

Use of ISA / GS / N1 and DUNS number in the Retail Market

ISA Interchange Sender/Receiver ID

The Interchange Sender ID (ISA06) is the only place that ERCOT is not validating DUNS numbers.  The ISA06 is the only exception to providing the unique DUNS identification for those that have multiple entities under one DUNS number.

A Market Participant may use one of the following:

(1)   Their entity or Corporate DUNS number, or

(2)   Their entity or Corporate DUNS number plus a suffix, with total not to exceed 15 alphanumeric characters.

(3)   Mutually agreed upon sender ID

GS Application Sender's/Receiver's Code

Market Participants are instructed to populate the GS Application Sender's code (GS02) with the Market Participant's Certification DUNS number and the GS Application Receiver's Code (GS03) with ERCOT's DUNS number.  ERCOT validates the GS Application Receiver's Code (GS02) against a trading partner table to ensure the DUNS number exists and that the Market Participant is authorized to send that transaction set.  The DUNS number provided in the GS Application Sender Code must be unique.

N1 Segment / DUNS Number Identification

ERCOT validates all DUNS numbers contained in the N1 Segments in the transactions, not just the DUNS number of the sending party.  The sender and receiver DUNS number contained in the N104 (identified by Entity Identifier Code "41" and "40" in the N106) must match the GS Application Sender's/Receiver's code (GS02/GS03)

It is not necessary for the DUNS Number in the GS Sender's Code (GS02) to match the value in the ISA06.
