Scenario A (follows MIMO rules)

		Rep A submits a MVO

		Rep B submits MVI which precedes or is the same day as a scheduled MVO 

		TDSPs can request cancel MVO, after MVI completed, thru FasTrak without CR approval 

		ERCOT will provide reject code and standard text (including FasTrak # and MIMO rule), which will be sent to CR



Scenario B (follows rules MIMO)

		TDSP wants to cancel a switch because it received a safety net MVI before the switch effectuated

		ERCOT will provide reject code and standard text (including FasTrak # and MIMO rule), which will be sent to CR
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ERCOT can cancel without CR approval but with CR monitoring (cont.)



Scenario C



		Expired (20 days) 814_28 PT transactions because 814_04 has not been received by ERCOT

		ERCOT will send a cancel with exception 814_08 on day 21

		ERCOT will provide reject code and standard text (including FasTrak # and MIMO rule), which will be sent to CR



Scenario D

		A safety net MVI is requested prior to a scheduled drop to AREP

		TDSP enters a FasTrak ticket to request cancellation of drop to AREP

		ERCOT will cancel Drop to AREP 

		ERCOT will provide reject code and standard text (including FasTrak # and MIMO rule), which will be sent to CR



Scenario E (new scenario)

		Switch is unexecutable (e.g., when meter removed from a premise but no ESID retired)

		TDSP enters a FasTrak ticket to request cancellation of switch

		ERCOT will cancel switch

		ERCOT will provide reject code and standard text (including FasTrak # and MIMO rule), which will be sent to CR
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Other TDSP cancels

		If CR directs TDSP to cancel transaction then TDSP will ask CR to submit FasTrak issue. If cancellation must occur very quickly, CR will notify TDSP of FasTrak number by email.

		Protocol will be written by TITF to ensure that all market participants use FasTrak.

		Market cleanup (no scenario required as issue dealt with case by case)

		Concerns about # of entities permitted to view a FasTrak issue (an SCR 732 issue)

Scenario F

			TDSP’s will submit a fast track with switch CR giving monitoring rights to CR.


			Ercot will send cancel, 814_08. FT will be referenced in 814_08.
