Added language which allows ERCOT to help market participants thoroughly finalize any incomplete PRR and SCR. There are times when a market partipant may not have the detailed knowledge that ERCOT has on a Protocol topic. This language allows ERCOT to provide advice to complete an accurate revision request.
	Revised Proposed Protocol Language


21.4.1 Review and Posting of Protocol Revision Requests

PRRs shall be submitted electronically to ERCOT by completing the designated form provided on the MIS.  An electronic return receipt response shall be provided to the submitter upon receipt of the PRR.  All PRRs must include a detailed explanation of how the proposed revision to the Protocols would affect the ERCOT market structure, ERCOT Market Participants, and ERCOT operations.  The PRR shall also include the following information:

(1) Description of requested revision;

(2) Reason for the suggested change;

(3) Impacts and benefits of the suggested change to ERCOT operations and Market Participants;

(4) List of affected Protocol Sections and subsections;

(5) General administrative information (organization, contact name, etc.); and

(6) Suggested language for requested revision .
ERCOT shall evaluate the PRR for completeness and shall notify the submitter, within five (5) Business Days of receipt, if the PRR is incomplete, including the reasons for such status.  ERCOT may provide information to the submitter that will correct the PRR and render it complete.  An incomplete PRR shall not receive further consideration until it is completed.  In order to pursue the revision requested, a submitter must submit a completed version of the PRR with the deficiencies corrected. 

If a submitted PRRis complete or once a PRR is corrected, ERCOT shall post the PRR to the MIS and distribute the PRR to the PRS within five (5) Business Days of receipt.
21.8.1 Review and Posting of System Change Requests

SCRs shall be submitted electronically to ERCOT by completing the designated form provided on the MIS.  An electronic return receipt response shall be provided to the submitter upon receipt of the SCR.  All SCRs must include a detailed explanation of the effect to the ERCOT market structure, ERCOT Market Participants, and ERCOT operations.  The SCR shall also include the following information:

(1) Description of desired additional system functionality or the additional information desired;

(2) Reason for the suggested change;

(3) Impacts and benefits of the suggested change to ERCOT operations and Market Participants; and

(4) General administrative information (organization, contact name, etc.).

ERCOT shall evaluate the SCR to determine whether the request should be submitted as a PRR.  ERCOT shall also evaluate it for completeness and shall notify the submitter, within five (5) Business Days of receipt, if the SCR is incomplete, including the reasons for such status. ERCOT may provide information to the submitter that will correct the SCR and render it complete.  An incomplete SCR shall not receive further consideration until it is completed.  In order to pursue the revision requested, a submitter must submit a completed version of the SCR with the deficiencies corrected. 

If a submitted SCR is complete or once a SCR is corrected, ERCOT shall assign the SCR to the appropriate subcommittee of TAC (“Assigned TAC Subcommittee”), post the SCR to the MIS and distribute the SCR to the Assigned TAC subcommittee within five (5) Business Days of receipt.
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
