‘New’ ESI IDs – Assigning Profile IDs once usage history is available.

Current wording in the LPG:
9.2.4.2 CR Requested Default Load Profile ID Changes
After a new ESI ID has sufficient usage history, a CR may request a change from the default Load Profile ID. The requested Load Profile ID shall follow the guidelines for calculations contained in the Profile Decision Tree. In the case of a business ESI ID, the twelve (12) months used in the calculations shall be the first twelve (12) months of usage for the ESI ID. In the case of a residential ESI ID, the first consecutive seven (7) months from October through April is all that is needed for the calculation of winter ratio. Once the winter ratio is known then the CR may request a change from the default Load Profile ID.  Changes shall be requested in accordance with the procedures of the TDSP.
Draft of possible text to replace current wording in LPG:
9.2.4.2 CR Requested Default Load Profile ID Changes
Once a new ESI ID has sufficient usage history from which a Load Profile Segment can be calculated, the CR may request that the Profile ID be changed from a default Load Profile Segment as applicable, per these Guides and the Profile Decision Tree.  

For the purposes of Profile ID assignment, an ESI ID is considered ‘new’ if it meets both of the following:

1)  Has been in existence for less than two calendar years; and
2)  For a Business ESI ID: Has not been in existence during a period spanning one complete Assignment Year.  For a Residential ESI ID: Has not been in existence during a period spanning the required seven (7) months within a single Assignment Year.
With regard to the processes in this Section, backdating of Profile IDs is not allowed.  Also, a Profile ID assignment based on the procedures in this Section shall not be replaced with one based on the Annual Validation process, unless the ESI ID no longer meets the criterion in 2) above.

Business ESI IDs – Option 1
New Business ESI IDs shall not be treated any differently than existing ESI IDs.

Business ESI IDs – Option 2
For a new Business ESI ID, the data used to determine the Average Load Factor (AvgLF) shall be from the first 12 consecutive Usage Months for which the required Usage Month values can be calculated.  This process is initiated by the CR of the respective ESI ID via a request to the TDSP, should the CR choose to do so.
Within 30 days of receiving the request, the TDSP shall determine the Profile Segment assignment and if the resulting Profile Segment is not the default, then the TDSP shall submit the appropriate EDI transaction such that the Profile ID change will take place as soon as practicable.  
Residential ESI IDs  - Option 1
New Residential ESI IDs shall not be treated any differently than existing ESI IDs.

Residential ESI IDs  - Option 2

In the case of a new Residential ESI ID, the data used to determine the Winter Ratio (WR) shall be from the first seven (7) consecutive Usage Months from October through April for which the required Usage Month values can be calculated.  This process is initiated by the CR of the respective ESI ID via a request to the TDSP, should the CR choose to do so.

Within 30 days of receiving the request, the TDSP shall determine the Profile Segment assignment and if the resulting Profile Segment is not the default, then the TDSP shall submit the appropriate EDI transaction such that the Profile ID change will take place as soon as practicable.  

Residential ESI IDs  - Option 3

In the case of a new Residential ESI ID, the data used to determine the Winter Ratio (WR) shall be from the first seven (7) Usage Months from October through April for which the required Usage Month values can be calculated.  This process is initiated by the CR of the respective ESI ID via a request to the TDSP, should the CR choose to do so.
Within 30 days of receiving the request, the TDSP shall determine the Profile Segment assignment and if the resulting Profile Segment is not the default, then the TDSP shall submit the appropriate EDI transaction such that the Profile ID change will take place as soon as practicable.
