Eliminates the requirement for review and approval of MRA Agreements by a Board subcommittee.

Clarifies Protocols to allow QSEs to replace LaaR Responsive Reserve with Responsive Reserve from a Generating Resource or other uncommitted LaaR following a deployment of Responsive Reserve Service.

PRR 562 - Permanent Elimination of Market Solution for Local Congestion
Eliminates the expiration date in the section regarding the prohibition of the use of a Market Solution for Local Congestion payment, which is scheduled to expire Feb. 1, 2005.

PRR 544 – Twelve Month Window for Scaling NIDR to IDR ESI IDs
Modifies the window for Non-Weather Sensitive Proxy Day selection from 6 months to 12 months.  This will make the profile scaling methodology for ESI IDs that have changed from non-Interval Data Recorder (NIDR) to IDR meters the same as the methodology used for all other profiled ESI IDs.
