	Revise Section 21.1 to state that all requests “to make additions, edits, deletions, revisions or clarifications” to the Protocols all consist of a request to “revise” the Protocols, and make it clear in Section 21.6 that all PRRs are effective only on a prospective basis from the date of implementation.

	Reason for Revision
	The non-exhaustive list of synonyms in Section 21.1 make the intent of the language less clear.  A PRR is a request to “revise” the Protocols, which would include an addition, edit, deletion, revision, modification, amendment, etc.

Further, the revised Protocols may be consistently interpreted with the previous Protocols, but simply with more clarity, which would be a clarification.  However, the use of the term “clarification” in a PRR should not be available to change the fact that PRRs are effective only on a prospective basis from the date of implementation.

	Proposed Protocol Language Revision


21.1
Introduction

A request to revise these Protocols, including any attachments and exhibits to these Protocols, is called a “Protocol Revision Request” (PRR).  Except as specifically provided in other Sections of these Protocols, this Section shall be followed for all PRRs.  ERCOT Members, Market Participants, PUCT Staff, ERCOT Staff, and any other entities are required to utilize the process described herein prior to requesting, through the PUCT or other Governmental Authority, that ERCOT make a change to these Protocols, except for good cause shown to the PUCT or other Governmental Authority.

All decisions of the Protocol Revision Subcommittee (PRS), as defined below, the ERCOT Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) and the ERCOT Board with respect to any PRR shall be posted to the MIS within three (3) Business Days of the date of the decision.  All such postings shall be maintained on the MIS for at least one hundred eighty (180) days from the date of posting.

The “next regularly scheduled meeting” of the Protocol Revision Subcommittee, TAC or the ERCOT Board shall mean the next regularly scheduled meeting for which required notice can be timely given regarding the item(s) to be addressed, as specified in the appropriate Board or committee procedures.

In regard to compliance with P. U .C. Subst. r. §25.501, Wholesale Market Design in ERCOT, Section 21, Process for Protocol Revision, shall not apply.  Proposed Protocols for compliance with P. U .C. Subst. r. §25.501 shall be developed by the Texas Nodal team utilizing the process approved by the ERCOT Board and subsequently submitted to the PUCT for approval as an amendment to these Protocols.

Protocol Revision Implementation

Upon Board approval, ERCOT shall implement PRRs on the first (1st) day of the month following Board approval, unless otherwise provided in the Board Action Report for the approved PRR.

For such other PRRs, ERCOT shall post estimated implementation dates and provide notice as soon as practicable, but no later than ten (10) days prior to actual implementation, unless a different notice period is required in the Board Action Report for the approved Protocol Revision.

PRRs are effective only on a prospective basis beginning with the actual implementation date.
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
