	Election of New Chair & Vice Chair – group will now report to COPs.

· WG will not have any major changes as group has solidified itself in the last year.  COPs will be remanding issues to the group especially on the wholesale side of the business.  Other than that, no formal changes with the exception of taking on more data agg issues.  
· Blake nominated Zach for chair.  BJ nominated Michael for chair.  Carl nominated Judy for chair.  Judy declined.  Michael preferred to participate in role as vice chair. 
· Nominees stood as Chair- Zach Collard of CNP and vice chair Michael Walters of Green Mountain.

Scope Doc:
· Reviewed and Updated.  Please see the updated redline posted to the DEWG website for changes. 
· Discussed adding scope of data delivery (presentation and exchange) – TML, ERCOT.com, etc. – based on the scope added by COPs.  
· Will take this to COPs tomorrow (01/27/05) to ensure that all legalities are covered as far as WG/TF rules for voting as an independent party (Non ERCOT MP).  
· Zach to get with ERCOT Legal to look at Membership/Attendance and Voting Procedures.  (check meetings for members vs attendees.)
· Further define Membership & Voting at a future meeting
SCR727 Phase II (40007PR)

· SCR 740 (PR50024) – 25% of budget will be pushed off to 2006.  Some of the requirements (quick hits) were moved to internal projects.

· Quick Hits (internal project) - New MP up and running & Transition of extract to EDW.  Dimensional tables as separate extract. Q405?
· SCR 740 (external project) – Usage for backdated LSE relationship changes (ODS), Audit capabilities (full table or full extract to refresh) Programatic webservice – Q106
· Not going in at all as decided by DEWG – A link back to the source of the change – i.e. FasTrak 

· Still in question – providing unique file number for order of extract – Not able to do so historically, but could do ‘as of’.  Was written into 740 as a quick hit originally, still not sure where it is going in. 

· Planning phase for internal project and 740 will kick off in February. 

· Issue with project being pushed and clarification of ERCOT vs Market Driven Projects

· Technical requirements to be discussed at the Feb 05 DEWG meeting

Web Services

· Ray’s team to come out with the initial views to bring to this group in February Meeting.  At this time, Ray would like to start gathering the technical requirements for 740.  Can the group get a list of general questions so that resources can be allocated?

Reposting of Extracts as of late – changing the name of the extract filename slightly.  
· If you are auto picking up, and additionals fall out of naming convention it is not being picked up.  
· Have been able to as a rule pick up the new extract and it over-writes.  This has not been the case lately (i.e - ancillary) OR there was an update provided and it had to be picked up manually to process.  
· There has been no standard for processing and/or posting to the site.  
RMS Update:

· Changes to website made in the dead of night – unable to see things that had been there with no notice.  If you need any of this, contact your Account Mgr.  Also looking at posting behind with a dig cert.

· 2005 goals – working closely with COPS and PRS

· Flight schedules set for TTPT 2006

· RMS Voting changes

· NEC/AEP filing for dually certified area moving to single certified area.

COPS:

· Retail DEV processed incorporated into the settlement calendar – lots of issues still ongoing with this.  They need to be meshed.

TNMP/RCSO Repots:
· TNMP FSSOE has an issue in posting.  This was due to a special character causing problems in reading the fieldname.

· RCSO report was posted late during the holidays due to the time it was placed in the queue to be run and posted.  We are hoping to get this process automated by end of Q105 to prevent further issues of this nature.

New Business:

· Bill Reily – new SCR proposal based on new FERC requirements on aggregate peak demand being reported each quarter.  Would like ERCOT to capture and post this for the TDSPs.  Load adjusted for distribution transmission and peak load at the TDSP level.  The group supports the SCR and Data Agg will be able to provide the manual reports on an interim basis to fulfill this requirement.  Will submit to TAC.
