· Meeting to give outline of encryption guide a few months ago

· All MPs use PGP 6.5 or above.  

· Want to put out a guide that clearly explains how to exchange keys

	NAESB Update joint RXQ/WGQ TEIS: 

· Approved to IET standards by RXQ and WGQ working groups in Joint working session 02-23-2005.

· Addressed several questions on what this would be used for and why use of the (already in standards) refnum data element (requested by ERCOT, ?? ) would not be sufficient in addressing why we needed this data element added.

· refnum not sufficient because refnum (by standards) is always unique.

· Would still need to open payload to determine if duplicate transmission as is today.

· Added error and warning codes

· Verbiage for usage and dependency of data elements

· Question: Since we have had NAESB add to standards will we actually be implementing this in the TX market in next version upgrade implemented in market?

content-type

· Content-Type discussed however it was decided that the addition of this requirement would need to be addressed by the RXQ EDM working group only and would then be added to EDM standards. 

· Not necessary to submit triage request/recommendation for this addition to standards since the RXQ EDM standards is not yet written (complete) or approved.

· RXQ has already been working to add this to the quadrant EDM manual but more implementation details still need deliberated. 

· Already agreed to allow “payload” as valid value in input-format request data element.

· Need to determine what information will be in the payload (how defined) that will be used in determining payload contents.

· Working group very confused on whether descriptor should be in request header or payload of data and why?

· needs to be in payload

· decryption separate from processing

· separation of data transport from data and business processing

· ERCOT anticipates attending the next TEIS in person to possibly clarify any outstanding issues surrounding the content-type request.

	TDTWG TCW vs. NAESB TEW

· Suzette Wilburn provided an update to the group on the ERCOT comments filed on the Trading Partner Agreement being proposed by NAESB for use across the WGQ, REQ, and RGQ.

· ERCOT provided the following comments, in addition to proposing an updated NAESB TEW to include items included on ERCOT’s TCW.

· ERCOT respectfully offers the following comments on R04017:

1. ERCOT supports the concept of a standard Trading Partner Agreement as a process improvement to ensure consistency across parties.

2. ERCOT understands the Trading Partner Agreement to be used between market participant companies, not third party vendors.

3. ERCOT requests definition of the term ‘Third Party EDI providers’ in section 1.2.

a. In the ERCOT market, there are established protocols surrounding testing requirements, specifically to changing of a service provider.  

b. ERCOT requests clarification whether using number five (5) of the Trading Partner Agreement is appropriate to communicate the protocol requirements. 

4. ERCOT requests that number six (6) of the Trading Partner Agreement should be amended to show PGP or GPG version since GPG is now supported by NAESB EDM standards.

      ERCOT recommends the revised Trading Partner Agreement be used with the proposed Technical Exchange Worksheet

	ERCOT Outage Recommendations and areas for improvement

· Issues involve monitoring and TPs calling to inform we’re down or they don’t have data

· 2 processes in place – 1 monitor’s errors on sends, and one that when file doesn’t send …picks up the file and resend.  SIR9638 – will enhance file resend to look in all places.  Report generated that scans to see if any files errored and need to be sent to the process that resends files. In place and operating.   Example email (outlook)
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· March 26th implement new application servers that the NAESB application executes (SIR 9291).  Increase processing ability of NAESB server.  Application server is the issue with limitation of processes.
· March 9th training course for ERCOT people attending to these issues

· Beginning March 1st, Transaction Services will support retail reporting applications including ETS and Market Participant Reports. SIR 9602 has been created to add NAESB Tran ID and delivery status (es) to ETS. No ETC.

· Clay Katskee reviewed with the group the minutes from a security conference call discussion between ERCOT and Market Participants.  The call was to review an Asset Classification Policy that is in development at ERCOT.  Market Participants will be working with ERCOT to assist in the development of the guidelines around security of assets at ERCOT.  

· Notes from the conference call reflected items that impact NAESB and communication protocol.  Clay Katskee encouraged TDTWG members to participate on the next conference call to assist in guiding the Market on questions regarding communication protocol security
