Air Liquide believes it is neither reasonable nor practical to require or assume all resources will behave in the same manner.  Not only are resources of various technologies and vintages, but secondary issues (such as the steam supply requirements from a cogenerator) may constrain a resource’s ability to ramp up or down.  We agree with TXU and others that mandating ramp rates by rule is not in the best interest of the electric market in ERCOT.
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
