Minutes

A motion was made by Steve Madden and seconded by Fred Sherman to approve the minutes from the January 17, 2003 meeting.  The motion was approved by a unanimous voice vote.

Discussion Items

PRR377 – ERCOT Cancelled RMR Unit Start
Discussed.  A motion was made by Richard Ross and seconded by Beth Garza to adopt PRR377 as revised by PRS.  ERCOT will post when a canceled start occurs.  The motion was approved by a majority voice vote with two votes opposing.

PRR379 – BLT Waiver [revised from Waiver Recipients Must Designate an LSE & BLT Waiver]

Discussed.  A motion was made by Richard Ross and seconded by Beth Garza to remove the LSE language in Subsection 16.5.1.1(3) and resubmit as PRR391 and only approve proposed new Subsection 16.5.1.2.  The motion was approved by a unanimous voice vote.

PRR380 – Black Start Service

Discussed.  A motion was made by Beth Garza and seconded by Brad Belk to approve PRR380 as amended by PRS.  Issues raised during the comment period for PRR380 were forwarded to the Black Start Task Force and, if necessary, may be addressed in a separate PRR.  The motion was approved by a unanimous voice vote. 

PRR384 – Advisory Opinion

Discussed urgency.  A motion was made by Randy Jones and seconded by Beth Garza to declare PRR384 urgent with the goal of forwarding this PRR to TAC by its April 2003 meeting.  Bob Helton is to re-draft this PRR.  The motion was approved by a majority ballot vote, 75% in favor and 25% opposed; four abstentions from Green Mountain, Republic Power, Oxy and Reliant.  

PRR381 – Update QSE Designation

Discussed.  A motion was made by Clayton Greer and seconded by Smith Day to approve PRR381 as amended.  The motion was approved by a unanimous voice vote.  

PRR382 – Settlement Statement Suspension

Discussed extensively.  The following issues were raised:

· It is believed that the Board already has the discretion to suspend settlement statements.

· Adding language to the Protocols about what the Board can/should do would result in the Board being limited to the specified actions, instead of the current implied discretion to do what it needs to do.

· The Board’s authority should be addressed in the ERCOT By Laws.

PRR383 – RMR Resource Maintenance Outage Approval
