Minutes

A motion was made by Terri Eaton and seconded by Henry Durrwachter to approve the minutes from the February 20, 2003 meeting.  The motion was approved by a unanimous voice vote.

Discussion Items

PRR386 – Scheduling Information
Discussed.  A motion was made by Henry Durrwachter and seconded by Steve Madden to approve PRR386 as submitted.  The motion was approved by a unanimous voice vote.

PRR392 – Posting BE Forecast-PIP 138

Discussed.  A motion was made by Richard Ross and seconded by Henry Durrwachter to approve PRR392 as submitted and to give notice to the Demand-Side Task Force that this PRR has been approved; comments on the PRS recommendation may be sent to TAC for consideration.  The motion was approved by a unanimous voice vote.

PRR393 – Balancing Energy Bid Expiration Time-PIP147

Discussed.  A motion was made by Henry Durrwachter and seconded by Cesar Seymour to approve PRR393 as submitted.  The motion was approved by a unanimous voice vote. 

PRR394 –Balancing Energy Ramps as Instructed Deviation

Discussed.  A motion was made by Richard Ross and seconded by Fred Sherman to approve PRR394 as amended.  The motion was approved by a unanimous voice vote.

PRR391 – Waiver Recipients Must Designate an LSE

Discussed.  PRS decided to table further consideration for one month and to notify TAC of the issue addressed by this PRR.

PRR382 – Settlement Statement Suspension

Discussed.  A motion was made by Brad Belk and seconded by Randy Jones to approve PRR382 as originally submitted.  The motion was approved by a 10 to 4 vote with one abstention by Dynegy.  

PRR385 – DLC Implementation

Discussed.  A motion was made by Terri Eaton and seconded by Beth Garza to approve PRR385 as amended.  The motion was approved by a unanimous voice vote.  

PRR384 – Advisory Opinion

Discussed.  PRS decided to table further consideration of PRR384 to its April meeting.  Bob Helton is to draft a second PRR to address the “advisory opinion” issue separate from the “code of conduct” issue included in PRR384. 

PRR387 – Mismatch Inter-QSE Schedules Settlement

Discussed.  A motion was made by Manny Muñoz and seconded by Richard Ross to approve PRR387 as originally submitted.  The motion was approved by a unanimous voice vote.  

PRR389 – Winter Weather Events Requirement
Discussed.  A motion was made by Terri Eaton and seconded by Richard Ross to deny PRR389.  The motion was approved by a majority vote with one abstention by OPUC.

PRR390 – Transmission Interconnection Requirement
The sponsor requested that discussion of this PRR be tabled until the next PRS meeting.

PRR396 – RMR Issues
Discussed extensively.  Decisions were made on non-consensus issues currently being addressed by the RMR Task Force.  

Compensation Method:  A ballot vote was taken to decide the type of compensation method to be used for RMR service.  70.2% voted in favor of a cost-plus method and 29.8% voted for the proxy method.  This vote was made on the principle and is not an endorsement of the specific language currently in the RMR PRR draft.  The cost-plus language needs to be revised so that it is actually “cost-plus”.

Short-term RMR:  A vote was taken to determine whether short-term RMR service is to be used during the off-peak period [October to May].  PRS supported this concept by a vote of 12 to 2 with one abstention by Oxy.

Compensation for short-term RMR:  A vote was taken to determine the compensation method for short-term RMR service.  9 votes were cast for a cost method, 4 votes for cost plus a variable less than 10% and 2 abstained.

Cost Allocation:  A motion was made by Terri Eaton and seconded by Brad Belk to reject the cost allocation proposal included with the RMR PRR draft.  This issue is not to be addressed by the RMR Task Force.  The motion passed by a ballot vote of 78.6% in favor and 21.4% opposed.

A motion was made by Beth Garza and seconded by Fred Sherman to determine that these OGRRs are consistent with the Protocols.  The motion was approved by a unanimous voice vote.
Project Prioritization

PRR387 was added as a reference to PR30053 currently prioritized as a 1.2 on the Master Project List.

Other Business

A request was made by Dan Jones to add “Protocol Interpretation” as a discussion item to the PRS agenda.  This item will be added to the April 25, 2003 meeting agenda; an email notification regarding the issue to be addressed is to be sent prior to the meeting.
