Discussion Items

PRR371 – Minimum Energy OOME When OOMC Issued

Discussed.  A motion was made by Randy Jones and seconded by Terri Eaton to declare PRR371 as urgent; to send to TAC and the Board in January 2003 for consideration; send to the QSEWG to work with Exelon and Frontera; bring back to PRS in December; and request that ERCOT complete a frequency analysis.  The Scope of the ERCOT analysis is to be limited to the minimum energy compensation and method.  The motion passed by a majority voice vote with one abstention.  

PRR373 – Define OOM as Instructed Deviation

Discussed.  A motion was made by Clayton Greer and seconded by Brad Belk to approve PRR373 as modified by the WMS comments.  The motion passed by a majority voice vote with three abstentions [Oxy, OPUC & Green Mountain].

PRR342 – AS Simultaneous Selection
