Antitrust discussion
Agenda Item 1 – Steve Krein presented his findings from a study on DLC.  Steve explored the use of the Houston area A/C program and participation with such programs in a Responsive Reserve type market.  The findings pointed to the fact that the current market’s economics do not make such programs feasible because of the costs associated with making these systems protocol compliant.  There was some discussion about pursuing alternative courses for such programs, and Steve will continue to monitor.
Agenda Item 2 – Floyd Trefny presented a list of topics for discussion related to load participation in the TNT.  The group worked on answering the questions presented.  Floyd was then going to report our answers back to the next TNT meeting.
Agenda Item 3 – OGRR 150 – The group reviewed the language and discussed its implications.  The OGRR was supported by the group.  There was additional discussion regarding the language as it related to UFR trip delays.
Agenda Item 4 – PRRs proposed by Mary Anne Brelinsky.  Mary Anne will bring 3 PRRs to the next DSWG Meeting for review.  PRR 1 – Clarification to 3 hour limit for Loads.  This PRR will clarify that a LAAR may re-supply its obligations from Generation or other LAAR capacity if it is unable to return to service within the 3 hour mandate.  PRR 2 – Prorate LAARs when we surpass the RRS 50% cap. PRR 3 – LAAR OOME PRR update.
