TXU Electric Delivery agrees that security guidelines for User Security Administrators and Digital Certificates are needed and they should be manageable. TXU Electric Delivery believes these guidelines be developed with Market Participant input and with the assistance of Market experts in this area. TXU Electric Delivery believes it would be in the best interest of both the Wholesale and Retail Market if a Market workshop is initiated to assist with the development of these guidelines. TXU Electric Delivery would suggest that the Texas Data Transport Working Group (TDTWG) be included in this effort since that is the working group most closely involved with digital certificates, audits of digital certificates, maintenance and security issues.  
TXU Electric Delivery comments below intend to address specific details identified in 606PRR that may not be in compliance with the business plan for all Market Participants or that may not be able to be accomplished by Market Participant companies. 

The PRR suggests that holders of digital certificates be in the United States. ERCOT has clarified that this language was not meant to mandate that resources supporting a Market Participant company must reside in the United States. This section of the document should be reworded. 

The process for an annual audit of active digital certificates for each Market Participant company should be clarified in the PRR. 

Many Market Participants and/or their service provider may not be currently compliant with many of the requirements identified in the PRR or even those that may be established in the future.  As security guidelines are established and agreed by the Market, there should be an implementation date identified in the future for compliance.   Market Participants should be in agreement with the date.  

Most Market Participant hiring practices include a background check and this may be found to be sufficient. The process for background checks currently included in the PRR is very cumbersome. 
USAs may not necessarily be an employee of a Market Participant company and TXU Electric Delivery believes that a Market Participant company should be responsible for determining whether their USA is an employee or an agent operating on their behalf.

The current method for gaining, securing, and maintaining a Digital Certificate is known by ERCOT and this method has been in place for sometime. If a Market workshop is initiated to address this concern, it is suggested that ERCOT review those existing processes and determine if the Market can use those processes as a starting place for development of security guidelines for Digital Certificates and USAs. 

TXU Electric Delivery believes any administration or requirement not be so burdensome that it would negatively impact a new Market Participants readiness.  
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
