Air Liquide thanks ERCOT for the opportunity to comment on the referenced PRR – PRR 607: One-Minute Ramp Schedules.
Air Liquide would like to offer the following general comments:

1. Once again, as we stated in PRRs 586 and 605, while we are well aware of ERCOT’s desire for more accurate forecasting, we are very concerned with any protocol that acts to constructively eliminate or reduce a Qualified Facility’s (“QF”) ability to utilize the Public Utility Regulatory Act of 1978 (“PURPA”) to put power (“PURPA Put”) to the grid.  We believe this PRR will eliminate or reduce a QF’s ability to utilize the PURPA Put.

2. The proposed language in section 4.4.15 is unclear in that the sentences blend the terms “may” and “will.”  
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
