September 25, 2003

Approval of September 21 & 22, 2003 Minutes

A motion was made by Randy Jones and seconded by Brad Belk to approve the minutes from the August 21 & 22, 2003 meetings.  The motion was approved by a unanimous voice vote.

Discussion Items

Recap of Board and Finance and Audit Committee Discussions

The Chairman gave a brief overview of the Board and Finance and Audit Committee discussions on the requested increase to the ERCOT budget.  In light of that requested increase these bodies have requested greater detail on the impact both to ERCOT and the Market that each PRR is expected to have, prior to the PRR being brought before the Board for consideration.  This is the motivation behind the additional forms being requested for each PRR and each comment submitted.  Mark Walker noted that the impacts to staffing would not necessarily apply only to the period of time during which manual workarounds were in place, but that system changes could have on-going staff impacts as well.  The discussion moved on to the effect that the Texas Nodal Team (TNT) project would have on the PRS and whether the process for creating Protocols from TNT efforts had been defined.  The Chairman noted that only informal discussions concerning procedures for filing Protocols related to TNT issues had been discussed thus far.  Mr. Walker expressed his understanding that the existing subcommittees would continue to operate on current issues, but an additional role for PRS has not been addressed.  The Chairman noted that the current Protocols have Section 21 defining how Protocols are to be changed and that it would seem that there is a route to come through PRS for Protocols arising from TNT.  Several subcommittee members noted that this is an issue that should be discussed with the TNT Facilitation Team to ensure that Protocol process times are included in the TNT timeline.  PRS members will discuss this further and come back with a proposal for TNT and PRS to consider next month.

Urgency Votes

The PRRs listed on the Agenda for update on Urgent status were not discussed at this time.   PRS moved on to PRR356. 

 PRR356 – SCE Performance Requirement 

A motion was made by Manny Munoz to remand PRR356 to WMS for that body to make a recommendation.  The motion was seconded by Brad Belk.  After some discussion, the motion was amended to remand PRR356 to WMS and ROS Task Force with instructions to (1) review the impact of smoothing algorithm, (2) review the application of PRR356 and PRR358 based on analysis of the algorithm, and (3) review PRR356, PRR358, the smoothing algorithm, and other operating systems that cause the effects being seen, and to report back with recommendations to adjust any or all of them as necessary.  The amended motion was adopted by Mr. Munoz and again seconded by Mr. Belk.  The motion passed on a unanimous voice vote.  Bob Helton was present to take the action back to WMS and PRS noted that it would like a recommendation back from WMS and the ROS Task Force in November.

PRR425 – Section 8 Outage Correction

This PRR was deferred from PRS meeting on August 21, 2003, pending Task Force review.  Revised language was prepared by the Task Force and submitted earlier this week.  There was some discussion on the contents of the Task Force’s suggested language and the lack of time in general to review and provide comments on that language.  Ralph Poston provided PRS with an overview of the Task Force’s intent in the language revisions.  Consideration of the PRR was deferred to the October PRS meeting.  The Task Force was instructed to meet again in the meantime and to provide a broad distribution of its meeting notice, (by including WMS, ROS, and PRS exploder lists in the notice) to allow for broad participation in the Task Force meeting.  Members with concerns about the newly-submitted Task Force language were encouraged to prepare and submit comments and to attend the Task Force meeting. 

PRR426 – Uninstructed Resource Charge for Uncontrollable Resources

This PRR was deferred from the PRS meeting on August 21, 2003.  After discussion of the PRR and some of the comments submitted on it, Dan Jones moved that the PRR be rejected and a new PRR with refined language be submitted.  Kenan Ogleman seconded the motion.   Walter Reid proposed that the motion be amended to remand PRR426 to WMS for inclusion of CPS’s comments.   Mr. Jones agreed to amend the motion and Mr. Ogleman again seconded the amended motion.   The motion passed on a voice vote with 1 no vote and without further discussion.  

PRR457 and PRR458 were next taken up out of Agenda order.

PRR457 – Balancing Energy Down 

The submitter had requested urgent status for this PRR.  After an email vote, urgent status was not approved.  The PRR will follow a normal timeline.  After some discussion, Clayton Greer moved to approve PRR457 as amended by Constellation’s comments submitted on September 18, 2003.  Kevin Gresham seconded the motion.   The motion passed on a voice vote with 1 abstention and without further discussion.   The effective date for this PRR will be based on system requirements.   The system impacts and effectivity will be added to the October PRS meeting for discussion to allow time to complete the Impact Analysis.  

PRR458 – LaaR OOMC and OOME Deployment and Payments 

This PRR is on a normal timeline.  After some discussion, Clayton Greer moved to reject PRR458.  Richard Ross seconded the motion.   Without further discussion, the motion carried on a unanimous voice vote.   The members note for the record that PRS voted to reject PRR458 in anticipation of Steve Madden’s submission of a new PRR to eliminate LaaRs from OOMC and OOME consideration

PRR449 – Successful Data Validation Response for 867s

PRR450 – BLT Generic Cost Fix Again

At Clayton Greer’s request PRR449 and PRR450 were discussed next, out of Agenda order.  Both PRRs are on a normal timeline.   Mr. Greer moved for approval of PRR449 and PRR450 as they were originally submitted.  Richard Ross seconded the motion.   After a brief discussion, both PRRs were passed on a unanimous voice vote.  The recommended effective date for both PRRs is upon system implementation.

PRR441 – Protocol Revision Implementations 

PRR441 had been deferred at the August 21, 2003 meeting.  Clayton Greer moved to approve PRR441 as revised.   Dan Jones seconded the motion.  After quite a bit of discussion concerning the impact analysis showing additional ERCOT staff requirements, and additional comments expressing concern that the recommendation reports not appear to provide PRS approval of ERCOT’s staffing impact analysis, the motion to approve carried on a unanimous voice vote.  ERCOT took an action to clarify the staff required on the impact analysis prior to presentation to TAC and the Board.  Recommended effective date is upon filling ERCOT staffing requirements.

PRR451 – Clarification of Ancillary Services Obligation Calculation 

This PRR is on a normal timeline.  After an introduction of the PRR and quite a bit of discussion on its intent, Load Ratio Share, and Settlement, and a lunch recess followed by more discussion on the methods of implementation should the PRR be approved, this PRR was deferred until the October PRS meeting to allow time to provide a more complete impact analysis and to discuss implementation dates.    

PRR452 – Unavailable Units and RMR Agreements

This PRR is on a normal timeline.  After discussion, Clayton Greer made a motion to approve the PRR as amended in PRS based on CNP’s September 8, 2003 comments supplemented by ERCOT’s comments.  Henry Durrwachter seconded the motion.   After additional discussion including a note that Bill Bojorquez would not support the entire language of this PRR at the Board meeting, the motion carried on a vote of 9 yes, 5 no, and 3 abstain.  The recommended effective date of this PRR is December 1, 2003.

PRR453 – Black Start Service Voice Communication

Clayton Greer moved to approve PRR453 as submitted.  Randy Jones seconded the motion.  Without further discussion the motion passed on a unanimous voice vote.  The recommended effective date of this PRR is December 1, 2003.

PRR454 – OOME Off-Line

This PRR is on a normal timeline.  Clayton Greer moved to approve PRR454 as amended by the QSE Manager’s comments.  Randy Jones seconded the motion.  After some discussion, the motion passed on a voice vote with 1 abstention.  The impacts of this PRR and implementation dates will be discussed at the October PRS meeting.

PRR455 – Liability for QSE Default

Clayton Greer moved to reject PRR455.  Bob Helton seconded the motion.  After significant discussion, a show of hands indicated a roll call vote was needed.  The motion passed on the roll call vote with 58.3 percent for rejection, 41.7 percent opposed to rejection, and 4 members abstaining.     

PRR456 – Disclosure of Identity of Short Paying QSEs 

This PRR is on a normal timeline.  Clayton Greer made a motion to approve PRR 456 as amended by ERCOT’s comments and PRS.  Bob Helton seconded the motion.  After some discussion, the motion carried on a unanimous voice vote.  The recommended effective date of this PRR is December 1, 2003.

PRR459 – EPS Meter Data Transmittal

Clayton Greer made a motion to approve PRR 459 as amended by TXU’s September 18, 2003 comments and AEP’s comments.  Stacey Woodard seconded the motion.  After some discussion, the motion carried on a unanimous voice vote.  It was noted that most of the PRR language goes into a box in the Protocols.  The recommended effective date of this PRR is upon system implementation.

PRR460 – CSC Exemption Criteria

The submitter requested urgent status for this PRR and email voting results did not yield sufficient support to apply urgent status.  Clayton Greer made a motion to approve PRR 460, as amended by ERCOT’s comments.  The motion was seconded by Richard Ross.  After quite a bit of discussion concerning whether a PCR holder who moves zones should either pay or receive the benefit of the PCR, the motion to approve was withdrawn to allow reconsideration of the urgency status.  Beth Garza moved to reconsider urgent status on PRR460.  The motion on urgency was seconded by Mr. Greer and passed on unanimous voice vote.   Mr. Greer then moved to approve PRR 460, as amended by ERCOT’s comments.  The motion was seconded by Richard Ross.  After some discussion, Mr. Greer amended his motion to strike the last two sentences of the ERCOT comments.  Mr. Ross again seconded the modified motion.  The motion passed on a voice vote with 1 no vote.  The recommended effective date of this PRR is December 1, 2003.

PRR461 – Confidentiality Exceptions for Reliability Analysis

This PRR is on a normal timeline.  Clayton Greer made a motion to reject PRR 461.  Henry Durrwachter seconded the motion.  After some discussion, the motion was withdrawn and the PRR was deferred to the October PRS meeting to allow time to revise the wording to concentrate on item (9) and consider item (10) in a separate PRR.

PRR462 – Market Solution Definition

This PRR has been placed on hold with the concurrence of the submitter and the PUCT pending further definition of Market Solution by the stakeholders at WMS and PRS.

PRR463 – PCR Allocation Regarding the 25% TCR Ownership Limit

This PRR is on a normal timeline.  Clayton Greer made a motion to approve PRR463 as submitted.  Henry Durrwachter seconded the motion.  After some discussion, the motion carried on a unanimous voice vote.  The recommended effective date of this PRR is December 1, 2003.

Review of OGRRs

137-OGRR – Limit for LaaRs from PRR415

Some discussion of 137-OGRR and its relationship to the Protocols occurred.  The PRS notes for the record that no PRS member noted a discrepancy between 137-OGRR and the Protocols.
Miscellaneous Discussion Items

There followed some discussion about procedures for withdrawn and rejected PRRs and whether TAC must approve.  The meeting was adjourned.
