Minutes

The minutes were amended to add a reference to PRR415 that it needs ROS consideration.  A motion was made by Beth Garza and seconded by Clayton Greer to approve the minutes, as amended, from the May 22, 2003 meeting.  The motion was approved by a unanimous voice vote.

Discussion Items

OOMC Disclosure Issue (related to PRR371)

The PUCT staff submitted comments stating that MOD recommends that stakeholders proposing and opposing the confidentiality provision meet to discuss their specific interests and objectives, with the aim of drafting a workable compromise to be discussed at PRS on June 19, 2003.  PRS skipped this agenda item.

PRR419 -  Transfer of Balancing Up Load Qualification Testing Responsibility from ERCOT to QSEs

Submitter requested urgent status.  PRS discussed the request.  There wasn’t anyone present to provide information about the need for urgent status.  There was no motion for urgent status.  The PUCT staff expressed concern that this PRR should be urgent.  The Chair requested that interested parties attempt to provide information about the need for urgent status before the end of the meeting.  Later in the meeting, there was another discussion about urgent status.  A motion was made by Beth Garza and seconded by Clayton Greer to approve urgent status for PRR419.  The motion was approved by a ballot vote of 5 to 3.

PRR412 – Distributed Generation with No Energy Export    

Discussed.  This was submitted to clarify Protocol language related to Distributed Generation.  It was discussed at the 5/22 meeting and deferred to this meeting to allow more discussion.  PRS concluded that the Protocol language did not need to be revised.  The submitter withdrew the PRR.

416PRR – Post of Balancing Energy Information
Submitter requested urgent status.  A motion was made by Kenan Ogelman and seconded by Randy Jones to approve the urgent status.  The motion was approved by a voice vote with one abstention.  PRS reviewed the comments submitted by the PUCT-MOD staff and made some modifications to that language.  A motion was made to approve PRR416 as revised.  The motion was approved by a voice vote with one abstention.  

420PRR – Modified Competitive Solution Method 

Submitter requested urgent status.  A motion was made by Randy Jones and seconded by Brad Belk to approve the urgent status.  The motion was approved by a voice vote with one abstention.  PRS reviewed the comments submitted by the PUCT-MOD staff and made some modifications to that language.  A motion was made by Jerry Ward and seconded by Clayton Greer to approve PRR420 as revised.  The motion was approved by a voice vote with one no vote and 2 abstentions.  PRS discussed the effective date and recommended that the effective date be 6/18/03 if approved by TAC and the Board (the day after the Board meeting).  

422PRR – Zonal OOM Deployments 

Submitter requested urgent status.  A motion was made by Beth Garza and seconded by Clayton Greer to approve the urgent status.  The motion was approved by a unanimous voice vote.  ERCOT stated it would like this PRR discussed at this meeting.  The Chair asked if the parties present were prepared to discuss this PRR and most said they were not due to the short timeframe.  Discussion of the PRR was deferred to the June 19th meeting.
418PRR – Creation of New CSC

Submitter requested urgent status.  A motion was made by Clayton Greer and seconded by Beth Garza to approve the urgent status.  The motion was approved by a voice vote with one no vote and no abstentions.  PRS reviewed the comments submitted by the CMWG based on its meeting on May 29th and discussed.  A motion was made by Jerry Ward and seconded by Fred Sherman to pass PRR 418 with the caveat that ERCOT lead a group of Market Participants to find a better solution to the problem before June 24th and, if a better solution is found, the PRR not be implemented.  The motion passed with a voice vote.
