	Proposed Load Profiling Guide Language Revision


2.1 Document Purpose

The purpose of these Electric Reliability Council of Texas (ERCOT) Load Profiling Guides (LPG) is to explicate the language and intent in the ERCOT Protocols that affect Load Profiling.  Where no quantitative criteria are specified in the LPG, explicit thresholds that shall trigger changes shall be determined with market experience. 

Specific practices described in these Guides for the ERCOT System are consistent with the North American Electric Reliability Council (NERC) Operating Policies and the ERCOT Protocols.  In the event of any conflict between these Guides and state law, PUCT rules, the ERCOT Protocols, or ERCOT Retail Market Guide, such conflict shall be resolved in favor of the applicable law, rules, Protocols or Retail Market Guide.
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
