	Business Case for Proposed System Change

Issue:

CR’s provide CSA information to ERCOT as per Protocol 15.1.8, Continuous Service Agreement CR Processing.

At this time there is no report or extract that will identify how many and which ESI ID CSA’s that ERCOT has in their system.  The capability to retrieve the data outlined in this SCR will help ensure that the CR’s records are synchronized with ERCOT’s.  Since a CR has a settlement obligation when one of their CSA’s is in effect, eliminating out of sync conditions would lead to fewer settlement disputes.

ERCOT has manually distributed CSA data to Market Participants in the past.

TXU would like to have this information to allow auditing of CSA’s between ERCOT and TXU.  The Data Extract Working Group is in agreement that this information is needed by the market and supports this SCR.

Resolution:

An on-demand extract should be made available to CR’s that request it via the ERCOT Portal.  The following fields should be included in the extract:

· ESI ID

· CR DUNS Number

· TDSP DUNS Number

· Relationship Type (CSA)

· Status

· Service Begin Date

· Service End Date

· Created

· Last Updated

· Comments

A CR can only request CSA’s for their DUNS Number.  The DUNS from the digital certificate of the requestor is retrieved for this purpose.

Ideally, the interface for this request would be on the “Scheduled Extract Request” screen in Report Explorer.  When a CR requests the extract, it would be produced in the next batch run of the ERCOT Data Archive and posted to a “CSA Extract” folder within the requesting Entity’s main folder in Report Explorer.  At completion, the request should be “unscheduled” automatically by the extract process.  The posted file should be in CSV format and remain on the portal for at least 30 days.

The requestor should provide the following input before the extract request is considered valid:

· Start and Stop dates – these dates define the range within which a CSA is active.  If any portion of a CSA date range falls within the user-requested Start and Stop date it should be included in the extract output.

The Start and Stop dates are required fields.  If the requestor wants all CSA’s to be returned, he/she should enter a date range broad enough to encompass all possible CSA’s in the system.

· Status – the user should specify whether they want “Active”, “Inactive” or All status types to be returned in the extract.  This parameter should default to “Active”.

A DDL should be posted to the “Public / Extract Data Definitions” folder of Report Explorer so extract users can discern the contents of the extract file.
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
