IDR Requirement

1. IDRs shall be installed or removed in accordance with Protocols Section 18.6, “Installation and Use of Interval Data Recorders” And per Retail Market Guides Section7.13 IDR Optional Removal and IDR Installation Process.
Change to RMGRR.
2.  (Already included into the RMGRR process document)
3. .  The CR shall inform the TDSP of this situation upon making all the required determinations, and the TDSP shall not install an IDR at the premise.  If a TDSP has installed an IDR at such a premise and subsequently receives timely and proper notification from the CR not to install an IDR, the TDSP shall remove the IDR; the costs of this removal shall be the responsibility of the TDSP.  If a CR has submitted an IDR installation request for an ESIID listed on the IDR Requirement Report, and subsequently discovers that all the requirements of this section for not having an IDR installed are met, the CR shall immediately notify the TDSP to void the IDR installation request; if the TDSP has installed an IDR prior to receiving such notice, the TDSP shall remove the IDR and, and the removal shall be subject to applicable tariff charges.  (10/05/05 IDR Taskforce Note: This information is been transferred to the RMGRR process document, but the team left off at this point due to discussion of if this needs to be clarified and/or where it needs to be located in the document)
4The CR serving the ESI ID has thirty (30) days to verify the demand
level and request that the TDSP install an IDR.  If the CR does not provide the TDSP with an installation request within 30 days and does not provide the TDSP with notification that they are disputing the IDR requirement, the TDSP may proceed with the IDR installation after providing notification to the CR of the TDSP intent to perform the installation. Upon completing the installation the TDSP shall provide market notification of the installation through normal market transactions.
5. If the TDSP determines that an ESIID has been included on the IDR Requirement Report as a result of incorrect demand values in ERCOT systems, the TDSP shall submit market transactions to correct those demand values and shall inform ERCOT Data Aggregation personnel of those corrections.  ERCOT shall take action to correct subsequent IDR Requirement Reports following such notification.
5. If the CR or TDSP disputes the IDR requirement for any ESIID, the CR or TDSP shall provide disputed evidence to ERCOT in accordance with the dispute resolution process described in Protocols Section 9.5, “Settlement and Billing Dispute Process.
6.   Costs associated with mandatory installation of IDRs by TDSPs shall be the responsibility of the TDSP and be in accordance with approved TDSP tariffs.
