Protocol Revision Subcommittee

Purpose  

These procedures are intended to define the roles of participants in the PRS, the process for addressing revisions requests, and the relationship with the Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) and other TAC Subcommittees.  

Subcommittee Structure

The structure of the subcommittee is included in Section V. of the TAC Procedures.
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Protocol Revision Requests (PRR) 

The procedure and timeline for addressing PRRs is detailed in Section 21 of the ERCOT Protocols.  The following details how PRRs are processed once they reach the PRS.  A standard timeline is included in this document.

1. Each PRR submitted must be sponsored by a specific individual.  It may be sponsored by an individual on behalf of a stakeholder group.
2. All PRRs and their associated comments shall be forwarded to the PRS distribution list and posted on the ERCOT MIS.

3.  PRS shall discuss the PRR and comments at the next scheduled meeting after the required comment period.

4.  The sponsor of a PRR may present or be requested to present the PRR at the PRS meeting.
5. 
6. The PRS will discuss each revision and comments and make recommended language changes where deemed necessary.

7. Should the number of PRRs exceed the normal capabilities of the PRS to process then PRS will prioritize the PRRs to determine which PRRs are to be addressed first.

10. Each PRS Standing Representative and a representative from each Voting Entity may participate in a vote.

11. ERCOT will prepare a  PRS Revision Recommendation Report.  PRS is responsible for reviewing and approving the report, which will be sent to TAC.  ERCOT will post the report on the MIS.  Parties may submit comments within the timeline described in Section 21 of the ERCOT Protocols. 


12. The original PRR, and all documents related to the PRR, including all comments submitted, Impact Analyses, and Recommendation Reports. will be posted on the MIS for review and comment according to the ERCOT Protocols.

13. PRS may refer PRRs requiring technical expertise not available through the PRS to the appropriate TAC subcommittee, working group or task force for consideration and comment to PRS.

Urgent Protocol Revision Requests 
Section 21 of the ERCOT Protocols defines Urgent PRRs.  PRRs meeting thee criteria will require special processing by the PRS.  The following addresses the procedure the PRS will follow when presented with a PRR that the PRS deems as Urgent.  An Urgent timeline is included with this document.

1. If a submitter requests urgent status, the complete PRR is  forwarded  to the e-mail distribution list of the PRS.  The Standing Representatives of PRS are requested to submit a vote on whether the PRR should receive urgent status.  ERCOT notify PRS of the results of the vote via the e-mail distribution list and shall post the results on the MIS.
2. If the PRS acts to designate the PRR as an Urgent PRR, the Urgent PRR will be considered on an urgent timeline as outlined in Section 21 of the ERCOT Protocols.

4. 
ERCOT TAC  

The PRS shall communicate and submit a Protocol Revision Recommendation Report to TAC for all PRRs submitted to and reviewed by the PRS according to the timeline described in Section 21 of the ERCOT Protocols.

1. The PRS shall respond to clarifying questions from TAC, relating to the PRS Recommendation Report.

2. The PRS shall respond to a PRS Recommendation Report that have been remanded to PRS from TAC with an amended PRS Recommendation Report.

Emergency and Special Meetings 

Emergency and special meetings will be called at the discretion of the PRS Chair to facilitate discussions related to PRRs.
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
