Review Outstanding Issues Log:  

Open Action Items from September’s meeting:  
· Based on the TX SET discussion in Issue I020 there are couple options for fulfilling the requested requirement.   

· Add another PER data element SET (07/08) to add a cell number, and designate the PER04/PER06 as either residential or business in the 814_01, 16, and PC.  Also request one of the data elements to be required based on the customer (residential, commercial) 

· Add additional codes to the PER03/05 and add the PER07/08 data element set to identify the telephone number as either cell, home, or business.  Also, request one of the codes to be required based on the customer (residential, commercial).  

· Designating the existing PER data elements sets as Primary or Secondary and do not add a 3rd data element set

· Further details regarding these options can be found in I020

· Action Item:  TX SET request representatives to check with their companies on which option is preferable and bring that preference to the TX SET meeting in October. 
Kyle Patrick reviewed options with the group.  The two options were reviewed.  The group prefers the first option.  Recommended Resolution to be updated in I020 to indicate Option 1 was agreed upon.  Issue will be market as ‘Pending Release’.  
· Cary Reed (AEP) 

· Access issues, when the TDSP can obtain a telephone number the access is usually resolved.  For a MVO the phone number may not be available.  Asking for a contact number on a Move-Out costs money for the CR.  The PER segment in the 814_24 needs to be updated for use in the IOU Market.  Currently it is only for the MOU/EC Market.  Add gray box clarification that CRs will send the telephone number if it exists.   This will be sent on every Move-Out.   This request will first address adding clarification to the segment to have CRs it if is available, after which TX SET will identify whether it is necessary to make the fields required.  

· Further details regarding this discussion can be found in I021

· Action Item:  CRs to confirm if the telephone number is being requested on enrollment transactions and if multiple numbers can and are being sent.  
Kyle Patrick reviewed issue with group.  Group agreed that the PER segment should be marked as Used for the IOU Market as well.  Will update the Recommended Resolution with this information.  Issue will be marked as ‘Pending Release’.

Direct Energy Chuck Moore 

· TX SET issue – discretionary invoice sent after final.  There needs to be market standardization.  Here are some initial questions I would like discussed/answered.    What is the time limit for the TDSP to send it?  When can a REP reject it?  How is the TDSP referencing it to a certain REP if there is a new REP there?  What date is the TDSP using to reference it? - The date the TDSP finds the issue or the date the TDSP sends the invoice?
In these instances the CR would like to know what the timeframe is for a TDSP to send this information.  CRs are concerned that the discretionary 810 is going to the new ROR instead of the CR who was the ROR at the time the work was completed the tampering is completed after the MVO has occurred and there is a new ROR and customer on the ESIID.  
Kathy Scott noted that CNP will send the discretionary 810 to the CR of record at the time of tampering.  

AEPs logic for handling discretionary charges after the final bill as follows:

The 810_02 discretionary invoice will be dated (DTM~198) with a date later than the final invoice date.  In other words, the discretionary invoice will arrive and be dated after the CR's liability has ended.  Unless the customer is the same, and the TDSP bills the CR, the invoice will go to the CR of record for the customer that did the tampering.

TX SET recommends an issue be created to further investigate changing the date used by the TDSP when sending the completion date in an 810 for discretionary charges after the final bill.
