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Market Solution

A Market Solution exists when at least three unaffiliated, independently-bid Resources submit bids to ERCOT that can solve a circumstance of Local Congestion and no one unaffiliated bid or group of affiliated bids, is essential to solving the Local Congestion.  Following are examples of circumstances where a market solution does not exist: 

1) constraints prevent the partial dispatch of the required three unaffiliated Resources, or, 2) affiliation exists in any combination among the three groups of  Resources, or 3) if constraints result in one unaffiliated Resource, or group of affiliated Resources, being essential to solving the Local Congestion.
