	This PRR introduces language to clarify that IDRs may not be removed from Premises served at transmission voltage.

	Reason for Revision
	The mandatory installation requirement for IDRs specifies that IDRs are required for Customers served at transmission voltage.  The IDR Optional Removal Provision allows removals for Customers whose demands have remained below the IDR Optional Removal Threshold or for new Customer Move-Ins whose demands have remained below the IDR Mandatory Installation Threshold.  The revision clarifies that removal is not allowed regardless of a Customer’s demands, if the customer is served at transmission voltage.

	Proposed Protocol Language Revision


18.6.7
IDR Optional Removal Threshold

A Customer, or the CR upon a Customer’s request, may request, in accordance with PUCT rules and regulations, removal of an IDR at a Premise unless service to the Premise is provided at transmission voltage (above 60 kV).  The IDR Optional Removal Threshold for a Premise is established as follows:

(1)
for an existing Customer, where the Load at the Premise has never exceeded the IDR Optional Removal Threshold of one hundred and fifty (150) kW (kVA) during the most recent twelve (12) consecutive months; or

(2)
for a new Customer Move-In, where the request is submitted within one hundred and twenty (120) days of the Move-In provided the new Customer’s Demand at the Premise has remained below the IDR Mandatory Installation Threshold between the Move-In date and the request date and that meter readings covering at least forty five (45) consecutive days of usage at the Premise have been registered for the new Customer.

If a Customer or CR requests removal of an IDR meter at a Premise, the same Customer or CR may not request reinstallation of an IDR meter at that Premise for a period of twelve (12) months following such removal.  Removal or re-installation of IDR meters may be subject to applicable tariff charges.
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
