	Summary of Event

	1. AntiTrust Guidelines/Agenda Review/Introductions
2. Approval of meeting notes – notes are good to be posted
3. Election of Officers – DEWG 
a. Review roles of chair and vice chair – see scope/bylaws for details

b. Nominations – email nominations received for Z. Collard as Chair and A. Morton as Vice Chair.  J. Robertson made a motion to cease elections as no other nominees were given.  B Reily seconded – motion passed.  J. Robertson made a motion to approve nominees.  C Moore seconded – motion passed.

4. COPS Update – Z. Collard 
a. COPS elections will be held next week and DEWG nominations will be confirmed.  COPS goals and objectives will be reviewed.  Discussion around PWG reporting to COPS.  867 RCSO report discontinuation for CRs only.  Pending protocols to be discussed.  UFE TF to be discussed.  ERCOT outage, role of COPS in TNT.
i. A. Morton asked if there were impacts to retail in nodal?  J. Briscoe indicated that it would not impact EDI.  As far as reports, looking at XML possibly.  Trying to keep things as similar as they can until we go live at this point.  Changes will most likely go through TNT and not DEWG as far as impacts to extracts.  J.Lavas – contact M. Mereness to see if there are retail extract impacts.

5. RMS Update – Z. Collard
a. Elections held – S. Bowling as chair and B. Gross as vice chair.  Looked at several PWG voting items.  System outage update.  Flight test, 2005 AY update, 867 RCSO report was discussed and RMS had no opposition to discontinue the report.  Mass Transition to make a RMG recommendation.  Tariff updates for T’s & C’s – PUCT hearing in February or March.

i. E. Geoff – has a program director for Nodal been hired by ERCOT yet?  Not at this time.  

6. DEWG: ERCOT Website Review – Z. Collard
a. Can we change name on the SCR 740 to Enhancements to 727 for consistency on web site?  ERCOT will look into this.
7. Status Update 2005 Projects – Z. Collard
a. To be discussed with COPS leadership as we are spending more money scheduling these projects than implementing.  K. Gresham understands this issue and will be looking into improvements.  

b. J. Briscoe – who would we need to go to, to get buy in on getting these extracts implemented with an internal group?  There is an executive director group that reviews these based on information from PRS so this will need to be filtered through PRS.

8. Ancillary Services Extract Feedback – J. Lavas
a. J. Lavas gave update for B. Kettlewell – will go before a future COPS meeting and then info to be reported back to DEWG.  

b. J. Briscoe – can an email be sent out on this to bring light to it and gather some feedback this way in addition to taking to COPS.  JL to get with B Kettlewell on this.  

c. Ultimate goal is still to discontinue this as there are data inaccuracy issues and this info is included in the Bids & Schedules extract.
9. Un-Retiring ESI IDs in ERCOT systems for out of sync ESI IDs – J. Lavas
a. J. Lavas reviewed next steps – market notice to go out with a 20 day review period on the FT Manual redlines and changes to the spreadsheet.  Will have an update at the next DEWG meeting.  
10. Potential Load Loss – J. Lavas 
a. J. Lavas discussed that this went live with the 12/3 release – No one was aware of any issues or concerns.  

b. Will need to add to the Report/Extract Matrix.
c. Look at updating ETST spreadsheet as a group – everyone to bring changes.
11. COPS Market Guide Review – J. Briscoe
a. What group at ERCOT oversees this?  Market Rules led by Kristi Hobbs
b. Whose responsibility is it to determine what is in the Commercial Market Guide (CMG) vs. the RMG and ensure they are not contradictory?  If a detailed process is documented in the RMG, the COPS guide will just reference it.  

c. J. Briscoe is on point for reports and extracts and will be coming to this group for that information.
12. 2005 Accomplishments Review – DEWG 
a. Went through 2005 goals and meeting minutes to determine accomplishments for the year
13. 2006 Goals Review – DEWG 
a. Reviewed 2005 goals to revise as needed.  Added additional responsibilities in accordance with upcoming supported projects.

b. A. Morton to wordsmith and send out to group to review.

14. Market Notice: Informational – 997 Report Enhancements – J. Lavas 
a. A. Morton – did we agree to the 3 days?  Yes, this was a compromise as the 2 business days option was not available.  
b. Discussion on SP issues of no longer having visibility to this report.  Concern is with the information that would be visible and SP not needing visibility to the entire extent of data.  DC roles can be specific to reports only but not to specific reports.  
15. Review bill determinants for L* batch extracts – J. Ashbaugh
a. List internally that is 99% complete.  Goal was to present today, however, in light of system issues this has been pushed back to February or March.  J. Briscoe would also like to have a high level review of the data contained in addition to the bill determinants.
16. ERCOT System Outage - DEWG
a. General overview of issue.  Discussed that a panel was put together to address questions that came out of RMS and TAC.  This will be recapped and discussed further at the January 26th Lessons Learned meeting.

b. J. Briscoe wanted to note that she hoped this did not overshadow the hard work and accomplishments that came from the CWG to improve and standardize market communications. 

c. B. Reily – how did it take so long to get the information back over to Austin?  Discussed how and why this occurred. 

d. Z. Collard – would this still have occurred had we been on Raid 1still? C. Lane would need to address this at the meeting.

e. Z. Collard – is there additional bandwidth available to purchase in these issues?  This would need to be taken into account in budget determinations.
17. DEWG Meeting Efficiency & Improvement – J. Lavas
a. Feel that today’s meeting went well in regards to reviewing goals and accomplishments.
18. New Business – DEWG 
a. Can we look at bringing 740 back under the DEWG realm or how can DEWG get back involved?  DEWG to look at the posted info and send any comments to Jamie and Jackie.  Will need to look at this internally
