4. Additional Agenda Items – Katherine Meiners
· Clarification of dates in 867_04s.  The guide shows it possible to have multiple DTM~140s in an 867_04 for an ESI ID with multiple meters.  In addition, those dates can be different from each other.  Is there any reason why these dates should be allowed to be different?  If the dates are different, which date should ERCOT use as the Start Date for the order that this transaction is completing?

· Bill Reily will look into the specific example and bring back to TX SET with more details.
· TX SET will need to correct the example in the guide 2 of 5 found on page 19 of the 867_04 Implementation Guide.  
· SIR 10559 – Currently ERCOT is inconsistently validating on the number of digits in a zip code.  Should ERCOT be failing zip codes that are between 5 and 9 digits?  Or allowing them to pass TX SET Validations?

· Service address zip codes should only be 5 or 9.  Anything else will be rejected by ERCOT  
· ERCOT will implement this validation. 
· SIR 10528 - Backdating Transactions – ERCOT Systems don’t recognize some very old dates as dates and will not reject for backdated.  ERCOT would like to know what date should be used to put in validation such as not allowing anything prior to 01/01/1999.  Specifically 814_04s and 814_20s.

· There is no reason either of these transactions should come in with a date prior to 01/01/1999 so using this date is fine.  
· ERCOT will implement this validation.

	Action Items / Next Steps:

	Action Items: 
1. TX SET membership was assigned to review  and propose revision changes to TX SET Implementation Guides to support Mass Transition Project and high level design at March Meeting.  

2. TX SET Leadership (Kathy Scott ) will take updated TX SET Procedures Document to RMS for approval. 
3. TX SET Leadership (Kathy Scott) will develop an RMGRR to incorporate MCT Roles and Responsibilities Document into the Retail Market Guide.  
4. Revise the 867_04 Implementation Guide to remove invalid example.  TX SET discussed example 2 of 5 found on page 19 of this Implementation Guide. 

5. Revise grey boxes in transactions to clarify that only 5 or 9 digit zip codes are allowed all others would be rejected by ERCOT.  

6. SIR 10528 – Backdating Transactions – ERCOT will implement validation to reject any transaction received that backdated prior to 01/01/1999.  

7. Multiple DTM~140s on the 867_04 transaction received from TDSP.   Bill Reily will bring an example of when TXU ED has provided multiple meter information in the 867_04 to enable TX SET to fully discuss the appropriate transactional process.  
Parking Lot:
1. Update RMGRR to make sure there is a way to drop the Customer Information to the TDSP as well as the CR for updates.  
2. (Chuck Moore) Look at RMGRR Long Term language to see if ERCOT will still send a list of pending transactions to the Gaining CRs.  
3. Possibly look at ERCOT dropping a 814_03 for ESI IDs with pending MVIs that are on day 1, 2, or 3.  Might need to look at a priority code and/or code to let the TDSP know that this is a MVI and the lights are not on so that they know it will not be processed as a Switch.  
4. (Kyle Patrick) Need a way for CRs to submit a Switch on customers that are with them as the POLR but have qualified as Non-POLR Customers following credit investigations.  

5. Work to consolidate implementation materials for Retail Releases.  Work to make sure that information provided concerning releases is consistent across all documentation involved in the project and/or release.
